Three
new cases hare been discovered, two ot them
In the Almshouse and Workhouse on Iliad.--

ell's Island, the third In this city.
The patients oh tho island were Inmates ot

tho Institutions, nnd Iho breaking out ottbo'
disease in these places is regarded by the
health officials as a very serious matter.

The third cane comes from Mount Hlnal
IIospltaL Tho sick patient Is Mrs. Belle
srhmldt, ot Ol Eldrldge street. She l,fltty
years Old. She bad been In the hospital ten
days.

When sho went there she complained of
headache and fever, and the physicians
Isolated her. Yesterday she developed
typhus symptoms and Dr. Kdsou was notified.
Ho ordered her removal to tho HIverMdc
Hospital, the was taken there last night.

It Is supposed that the; woman contracted
the disease by coming Ineuutact with some
of tho itusslan retugoos from the Ma&slllla a
few necks ago.

James Brooks, who has been an Inmate ot
the Workhouse on lllncknell's Island slnco
March Si, was takon Ick two days ago. ills
illness became so suspicious yesterday that
Dr. Kdson's offloo was notified, and an In-

spector was sent over to examine Ilrooks.
The Inspector found him Mirroring with

typhus.
Paul Andonan, a Frenchman, forty-tw- o

j ears old, was found sick with typhus In tho
almshouse on Hlackwcil's Island, where ho
has boen since Feb. ll. How Andonan got the
disease is a mystery. Tho almshouse has
something lllto two thousand Inmates, and
thn breaking out ot typhus among them may
havo fearful consequences.

Dr. Kdson's men have traced the origin ot
the disease n Brooks's ease. He Was

employed at Bellerde Hospital as a
fireman. During tno rtcent tiphus epidemic
lie. carried food to iwtno ot the typhus pa-

tients who wero Isolated at that hospital. Ho
doubtless contracted tho dlsi ase by being ex
posed to It under these circumstances. Hn
left Helievuo about March no, and was ar-

rested on the following day for being drunk
and disorderly, abd sent to the Island for
thirty days.

The workhouse has at all times l.aooor
more Inmates, many ot whom hare must been
exposed to t j phus by coming In contact with
Brooks.

Dr. Kdson says that about 7,"i of the Alms-
house Inmates came In contact with Ahdunan.
Hverytblhg necessary has been dono to pro-ve-

a spread ot the contagion In Iho Alms
and Workhouses, ho added.

Dr. Kdson declared this morning that ho
feared there would bo moro cases growing
out ot tho exposure to Andnan and Brooks,
but he believed and hoped that they would be
very lew.

"These ntw cases came to our notice
almost as soon as the) tvcie suspected," said
he, " and Immediate stops were taken to pre-
vent a. further spread ot tho disease In the
workhouse and almshouse.

"The sctrutr or setcnty-nv- o Inmates of
the Almshouse who have been exposed to the
dHease are how Isolated from theotuorlu-mate- s.

Nono of them will be allowed tn leave
the Island until the period of typhus Incuba-
tion, from eighteen to twenty days, has
passed. Those ot the workhuusn prisoners
Who were exposed have iUo been isolated,
and they will also be kept tin the island until
ail danger bt contagion Is over.

" My Inspectors will Msll the Island dally
and examlae these persons, If eu niu found
to have typhus they will bo taken aiome to
lltvtrsidi! lloiplisl.
