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BLOWN INTO ATOMS.

Nine Euasian Workmen Perish at
a Smokeless Powder Faotory.

Frightful Explosion That Jars Houses
for Miles Around.

Anarchist FUvnchol Telling Ills
Secrets to the Paris rollco.

St. Pktimbubo, April S This city waa

thrown Into a state ot the most Intense ex-

citement last night by a most terrific explo-
sion. So much has been heard here lately of
the fiendish work ot Anarchists that lor a
time every ono believed that they bad at-
tempted to destroy some of tho public build-
ings.

It was soon learned, however, that the ex-

plosion was due to an accident at the State
factory for the manufacture of smokeless
powder, where nvo tons of gun cotton bad
exploded.

Tho shock was tremendous. The whole
city was shaken, and houses swaed on their
foundations as though from the effects of an
earthquake.

The building In which tbe gun cotton hod
been stored was blown Into Bpllnters.

Nine workmen were In tho building when
the explosion too place and everyone ot
them was blown to pieces. Some ot their
limbs were found 350 yards away from the
building.

Houses a mile and a quarter away from the
scene were made to oscillate by the shock of
the explosion. Windows were shattered, and
crockery and glassware were thrown to the
floor and smashed. The loss from theso
causes alone will be quit1) heavy.

There Is no possible way of ascertaining
how the explosion occurred, as etery man In
tbe gun cotton building Is dead. It Is thought
that It was due to carelessness.

A Cavalry Officer's Threat to De-

stroy Himself.

Many menus ot first iieur. ueorge u.
Backus, first United States Cavalry, called
at tbe Sturtevant House this morning ex-

pecting continuation of their fears that he
bad committed sulclae.

A letter had been received at the War De-

partment In Washington yesterday lu which
Lieut. Backus announced his Intention of
destroying himself. It was a. very brief com-

munication, mailed tn this city Saturday,
bearing neither date nor address.

With the curt explanation that he bad
found It Impossible to fight off an unusual
dealre to kill himself, which had been grow-
ing on him for many months, the Lieutenant

'wrote:
"Strike toy name from tbe rolls ot tbe

army I I'm going to commit suicide I"
'J he War Department officials are familiar

with the Lieutenant's handwriting, and had
no doubt ot tbe genuineness ot the signature.

Those having a knowledge ot the Lieuten-
ant's troubles learned of the receipt ot this
letter by the War Department with misgiv-
ing. His friends In this city, who knew mat
be hsd been stopping at the sturtevant
House, called there last night only to be In-
formed that the Lieutenant hud Lot beeu
seen during tbe day, and that a large amount
of mall baa accumulated there for him.

When they called again this morning, how-
ever, they learned that Lieut. Backus nad oc-
cupied bis room last night and bad gone out
early without waiting for breakfast. But
there was said to be nothing strange In bis
demeanor, and the idea that he contemplated
suicide was ridiculed.

According to reports from Washington,
Lieut-- Backus obtained sick leave from his
troop at Port Keogb. Mon., about three
months ago. He has beeu absent without
leave about teu days now, and tha War De-
partment had Instituted Inquiries as to bis
whereabouts.

InlBrishe was absent without leave for
two months. Ue was tried by court-marti- al

for tbe offenae and aentenced to be reduced
two steps in bis grade. Illness wasl bis ex-
cuse.

It was a knowledge ot theso facts, and a
fear that he dreaded another court-martia- l,

Contractors on the Now Criminal
Building Give In.

But Five Thousand Building Trades
Men Are Still Out.

The lilr Pelhani Engine Strike May
Extend to Brooklyn.

The Board ot Walking Delegates of tho
Building Trades won a big victory this morn-
ing In the ngbt against tbe Pelham

Company.
Among the buildings on which striken had

been ordered because ot tbe refusal of the
contractors to dlschargo the Pelham engi-
neers and replace that Company's engines
with the machines of contractors not antago-
nistic to tbe Allied Building Trades, was thr
new Criminal court Building, In Centre
street.

Dawson & Archer, tho contractors, this
morning Informed Delegate Thomas Rooney,
of the Bluestone Cutters, that he was ready
to take out the Pelham engines.

Delegato Ilooney Immediately communi-
cated wlthDelega es Carroll, O'Hare, J! alloy
and Eddie, of tbe Stilke Committee, and sat-
isfactory arrangements were made with Con-

tractors Dawson Archer for a settlement
ottho strike on the Criminal Courts building.

Pelhsm's engines were at once ordered out
and a contract made with Edler & 'Meyers to
use their machines. The strike'was then declared off.

By noon the Pellum engine bad been taken
out, and thlB afternoon Edler & Meyers will
get their machines in place, so that the 350
mon who have been on strike can resume
work morning.

The Board of Delegates are Jubilant over
tbls victory, which means, they say, that the
Pelham engines will now have to go from all
the new buildings In the city, and the dele-
gates may also force them out ot Brooklyn.

The trouble originated through the Pelham
engineers remaining at work when the strike
was ordered several weeks ago on the new
Astor hotels, which Contractor John Downey
Is building. Tho Pelham engineers were ex-

pelled by tbe Hoard of Delegates and then
organized a union ot their own. It Is to
destroy that union, which the delegates
claim Is inimical to regularly organized
labor, that the present strike was Inaugu-
rated.

Tbe yard of Martin & Co., dealers In masons'
building materials, was tied up tbis morning,
tbe drivers and truckmen having been
ordered out because tbe firm was furnishing
material to contractors Dawson i Archer.

New Jersey's Governor Vetoes the

Bill Which Legalized the

Reading Coal Trust.

He Believes that the Measure Is
Unconstitutional.

Reasons Stated in a Memorandum
Filed at Trenton To-Da- y.

The Announcement Has No Effect In
Wall Street, Where It Had tleea

The Governor will file his reasons for the
veto this afternoon.

The Governor In bis memorandum says
that there is no question ot bis rtgh.-i-p jelo
bills In bis hand at any time within thirty
days otter the adjournment of tho Legisla-
ture.

Doubts of tbe constitutionality of the meas-
ure are the principal reasons alleged by Gov.
Abbett for bis refusal to approve tbe Wit

By tho law of New Jersey, the Governor
baa not the power to technically veto a bill
after the Legislature has adjourned. If he
docs not approve It. lie can file It with
the State librarian within thirty days after
adjournment, accompanied by a memoran-
dum stating that his signature la withheld.
The bill la then classed as a legislative failure.

The effect of suoh a course is to all Intents
and purposes tbe samt as that of a veto. The
bill la dead, and can only be revived by a sub-
sequent Legislature.

The veto had been so generally anticipated
that Wall street operators bad practically
discounted Its effects, and the announcement
that the bill hod failed caused no sensation
whatever on the street.

Beading opened at A5, and on large trans-
actions fell off to 644 It rallied to 554 on
reports from tbe London market.

The tight which was made In the New Jer-
sey Legislature Qyer the bill legalizing the
deal was bitter and persistent. Final action
was delayed until tbe close of ths session,
and when the Dill was at length passed by the
Assembly there was a scene o( the greatest
excitement.

Party lines were pretty strictly draws, tbe
Democrats voting almost solidly for the
measure, only four opposing It, while two
BtpubUcans reinforced the Democratic
ranks.

The following day, the last ot th session,
the bllj came up In the Senate and waa In-

dorsed by a vote of in to r.
uurtna the entire ngnt tna tines was drawn

on tbe basis that tbe struggle waa In reality
one In which only two great corporations
were striving for supremacy. These were
the Pennsylvania Company and the Lehigh
Valley.

Legislators were asked to give their votes
(or either one or the other of those great In-

terests. It was represented that tbe Penn-
sylvania waa a Republican corporation, while
the Lehigh Valley favored the Interests of tbe
Democratic party, and with tbe Democratic
Legislature ot New Jersey tbls argument
finally prevailed.

It was alleged that money was freely used
by both sloes In the light, and In the last
days of tbe session votes were quoted as high
aa $25,000 apiece.
