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CARPENTER IS MUM.

The Bank Bobber Befuses to
Make a Statement in Court.

His Got Away on

the Freight Steamer Oakdale.

Dlx & Pbyfe'a lion Bluch Smaller
Than at First Reported.

William E. Carpenter, who was arrested by
Inspector Byrnes's detectives as tho accom-
plice of young Oscar Creamer in tbe adroit
robbery ot the bonking nrm ot Dlx & Pbyfe,
of 43 Wall street, presented a melancholy
spectacle when arraigned before Justice Dlv-T-

in Jefferson Market Police court this
morning.

Ho is an undersized young man, rather
stocky in build, and wears a small black
mustache. He looked as 11 he had passed a
disagreeable night In the cell at Pollco Head-
quarters, and ho hung bis head In shame as
he stepped up to tho bar to answer the charge
preferred against him by Mr.Phyto, his former
employer.

Carpenter's wlto wan In court, and she
seemed to be even more affected than her
husband by the dlsgraco which he had
brought upon himself and her. bhe bat In a
aide loom with him, while he was waiting to
be arraigned, and wept and caressed him the
whole time.

Detectives Golden and Vollely, who had
arrested Carpenter and ferreted out the
crooked dealings of tho prisoner and his ac-

complices, kept watch over him.
Tho main facts of tho startling crime were

told in the Btixinq Wobld'b Sporting Ex-

tra yesterday. Tbe police, 'however, fur-
nished further details

It seams, that young Creamer, the assistant
bookkeeper, was tbe leading spirit In tbe
conspiracy from tbe beginning. Although
only eighteen years old, bo showed an
astounding degreso! nerve and capacity for

""wickedness.
, Tbe detectives say that be became ac-

quainted with James L. While, another of
tbe conspirators, through an abandoned
woman named Nellie, with whom bo used to
associate, and who lived in Bayard street,
near the Bowery.

W ben Creamer beard that nolllngshead,
tbe bookkeeper of tbe firm ot Dlx & Fhyfe,
was about to return borne he and White ar-

ranged to make a raid on tbe safe and get
away with tbe proceeds ot tbe robbery as
soon as possible.

BOW TOR SCUKSIK WAS WORXKD.

For this purpose Creamer forged a letter
from Dlx A I'hyfe to the Park Bank, recom-
mending White, who, it was stated In tho
letter, wished to open an account there.

White made a first deposit ot t2,000, but
where this money came from tbe police have
not 3 et tound out. They say It was not stolen
from Dlx Phyfe.

lhc people at tbe bank say that White was
an illiterate sort of fellow and did not know
buw to make his Signature to tbe deposit slip
climi hn nrwnnV hie uennnnr.

Afterwards the bank officers sent a letter
to Ulx & Pbyre, thanking them for introduc-
ing White, who, wltb tho aid ot Creamer's
bogus checks, had been doing a lively busi-
ness at the bank.

Tbe bank officials describe White as a man
about forty years old, about nve leet nlno
inches tall, solidly built, wltb a gray mus-
tache, and wltb nalr of a yellowish green
color, as If It bad been one djr ed and the col-
oring matter had partially worn off.

White's deposits were nearly all drawn out
on March 30 and April 2 by checks ot 15,000
and 10,000 respectively, leavlng-- a balance
Of $1,0.10 in the bank.

DEEMING IS GUILTY.

The Jury at Melbourne Confirms

the Fublio Belief,

More Evidence that the Prisoner
v May Be "the Ripper."

Ills Strange, Forgetful Comment on
One Whltechnpel Kvent.

Investigating the death of tbe Mrs. Deeming,
who was murdered at her borne at Wlndior, a
suburb ot tbls city, yesterday returned a ver-

dict of wlllul murder against ber busband.
Deeming however, shows the same

characteristics that have marked blm since
nls arrest. Ibo verdict does not seem to
affect blm in tho 'least, aud be Is tn turn.
Jocular or lnsolen'. The more tbe man Is

studied tbe deeper becomes tho belief of
many persons tbat be Is utterly without con-
science and equally devoid of fear.

Those w ho have studied blm closely, how-
ever, think that his conduct Is mere bravado,
and tbat when he finds the noose tightening
about bis neck be will become an abject
coward. All his known murders have been ot
women and children, and though It U tuld
that he has killed men, every ono believes
that It be has he bos done It through treach-
ery, striking them from behind in tbo dark.

A man who worked with Deeming ten years
ago stated that ho was then known among
bis fellow-worke- as a vindictive and treach-
erous character, and that ho wont by the
nlAkname ot " Tbe Demon."

At lhc inquest yesterday the namo ot the
other murdered wife of tbe prisoner, whoso
body, together with those oth'-- r four children,
was found under the floor of Dlnham Villa, at
Ilalnhlll.near Liverpool, was mentioned at tho
bearing tor the Orst time, and she was IJentl-Be- d

by witnesses by means ot a photograph.
London, April 7. The Globn to-d- says

that a dressmaker living in tbo cut end of
London has recognized a portrait of Deeming
as tbat ot a man who courted ber under tbe
name ot Lawson In the Autumn of 1888. She
states tbat tbey were walking together on
tbe night ot Sept. SO. and parted from each
otberat 11 o'clock. The following morning
tbe shockingly mutilated. bodies of the women
81ride and Eddowts were found In the White-chap- el

district.
Considerable speculation bas been indulged

In as to the possibility of Deeming being tbo
notorious Whitechapel "Jack the Ripper."
The last letter sent ny Deemlng's Melbourne
victim to her mother showed tbat Deeming
was skilled In tbe use of medicine, and it Is
believed by many tbat If occasion arose ha
would have shown that be was equally skil-
ful In tbs use ot surgical Instruments.

One ot the physicians who conducted the
postmortem examinations on tbe bodies ot
tbe italnblll victims said that those murders
showed tn&Vtho person who committed them
bad a good knowledge of anatomy and tbat
the blow that caused death w as Just sufllctent
and no more to sever the carotid artery.

Denials have been mode that Deeming was
In England at the time Ot these murders, but,
as a matter of fact, bis whereabouts at exact
periods would be a bard question to decide.

Tbn ten WhltAcharjel murders were ram.
mltted on April 3, Aug. 7, Aug. 31, Sept. 0,
two on Sept. 30 and Nov. 0, 1888, July 17 ana
Bept, 10, 1880, and Fob. 13, 1800. During
tbe year 1888 Deemlng's whereabouts until
November were quite unknown. The dress-

maker's statement shows that lor part of the
time, at least, be was in London, and tbls
again arouses tbo suspicion tbat be was there
at tbe times tbe other murders ot that year
were committed.

There was nothing to prevent him from
being there from April to November, 1888,
during which time cevea ot the murders
were committed. It Is known positively tbat
be arrived In Deverley on February 18, 1800,
five days after tbe lost Whitechapel murder.

In the statement published la the 6'fotethe
dressmaker says tbat bhe met Deeming, or
Lawson, as be was known to ber, on tbe
slternoon ot bept. .10. They bad a long con-

versation on tbe subject of tbe hltechape.1
murders, and Deeming showed that he was
conversant with everyone ot the horrible
details.

A remark was mado concerning a sugges-
tion contained In a nowspaper tbat tbe mur-
ders of tbo night before were committed
shortly alter midnight, Deemtug seemed to
forget to whom ho was talking, and said to
tbe girl; " Look at the time. I couldn't have
committed the murders."

Tho girl was very much struck by this un-

called tor remark, and sho bas often since
thought ot It. lbroughout tbe afternoon
Deeming was very much agitated and eagerly
read tbe newspaper comments on the crimes.
A few days later be vanished and tbo girl
never saw blm again.

It Is thought tbat wtth tbe clue furnished
them oy tbo girl some startling developments
may be looked for, and that tho Wbltochapel
mysteries may at last be solved.
