an option for the purchaso of the
lot for (2.500 and hold it to a
Baltimore man for 20,000. Tbo peoplo
indignantly protested agamtt this dicker,
which thoy regarded as a sacrilego, and
tho result was the breaking of thn origi-

nal contract and a suit for damages.
The Circuit Court has already decided

that the spot containing the grave of tho
mother of Wasuinoton could not be
made the subject of a speculative sale,

and it is to bo hoped that the Supreme

sion. Every good American will indorse
this hope. There ought at least to bo
enough patriotlo feeling in the United
States to prevent the desecration of such
a sacred spot.

THE POOR WILL BE MADE TO PAY IT.

The story comes from California that
Claus Bpreckelb, the sugar millionaire,
made a clear t5.000.000 by abandoning
his fight against tho Sugar Trust and be-

coming oue of the monopolists. Tho
plain meaning of this is that the Trust
has practically thrown away t'i.000,000,
aud this sum will have to I o made up out
of the people. This will be the easier
because in the ' ' deal " the Trust gets rid
of a wealthy, independent competitor
strong enough to exercise an important
restraint on the increase of prices.

The Trust has all along professed to bo
able to get along without BrnicitE! s and
has signified its intention to drive tho
Californiau millionaire out of the busi-

ness. It cannot, therefore, need his
costly refineries as au addition to its
plaut. Tho object is simply to buy out
his opposition.

The Trust, having " dodged" the
thu aid of sharp lawyers, seoms

to have overj thing its own way at present.
Iho fight in which it is engaged with a
few wholesale grocers amounts to noth-
ing, because the latter uro simuly seeking
to advance their own solush interests.
Hut when the Trust begins to mako up
the 5, poo, 000 paid for Hpreckelh' by in-
creasing tho retail price of sugar to the
poor consumer it mav find a popular op-
position quite as dangerous as any il has
yet encountered.

'J h's, howi ver, Is a week for laceration and
penance, and I think I understand now why
Mr. I arnaid splay Is offered to the public.
It Is to ch isten the public spirit, to teach tho
lesson of human vanlt.v, nt tho fleetingness of
things mundane, of tbo absurdity of manage-
rial endeavor, ot tho folly of evolving good
plays. Numbers or people left tho theitre
before the play was over. They wero afraid
of " Hpooks." Their emotions wero too many
for them.

' Vr. Uarnard's latest play Is even mnro tire-
some and witless than "The Country Circus,"
which, however, was saved from failure by
nn excellent and original arenlo show. Mr.
Barnard's work In "The Country Circus"
was stupid enough, ana " Spooks " Is worse.
New England tjpes are played out. They
were a curiosity ror a time, but, without somo
particular niton d'etre, their usefulness Is
impaired. In ' Spooks " there are a number
of nasal, verbose, old women, who cackle and
gossip In a way that Is positively nauseating.
Nothing that Is of the slightest Intel est Is
ever uttered. There they are, very true to
nature'undoubtcdly, hut oh I so fatally unin-
teresting.

Mr. Barnard himself must have Been the
weakness ot his characters, for In sheer des-
peration he h is endeavored to turn them Into
aplay byTutioducIng a melodramatic touch
In the Bhapc or a black clad mommcr, who
calls out "Me child 1" 'ibis character Is
Idiotic enough to laugh at, It Is so conven-
tionally, so undlsgulsedlj claptrap. Then In
Iho last net when melodrama has begun to
lade rrom the memory, a skirt dance Is done
for a farce-come- effect, during a scene that
Is an Insult to Intelligence. It Is a sort of
puerllo Imitation ot the llanlons' ,"

without tho llanlons and without
tbe Fantasma.

Of tho cast It Is unnecessary to speak.
"Hpooks" was preceded by a protty little
sketch called "Holly Trco Inn," which Is
Dickens, dramatized by Mrs. Oscar Iierlngcr.
The piece Is welt worth seeing, and although
I'aunllerojlsin Is as dead as hall a dozen
doornails, Viola McNeil and Walllo Eddlnger
aro quite Interesting. Walllo Eddlnger Is
growing out of bov roles, and unless his rather
does with him as Vincent Crummies illd with
the Infant Phenomenon he will soon be dis-
gracefully tall. Tho Inlant Phenomenon, It
will bo remembered, was fed on gin, and was
consequently ten for at least six years.
