Now much of this state of affairs has been

done away with.
Tne Improvements began with clean car

and station windows. The work was done
In a falnt-ueort- manner tlrst, but grad-

ually more and more cars camo out with
clean wlndons.ui.tll now they are the rule
rather than the exception. Plenty ot sun-

light ln the cars hcrved, however, to call
l attention to bow drtytho cars really were

Inside. Then tbci ere seen borne cars with
freshly painted roofs and clean flocrB, and
the heavy, soggy malting looked as It had
at been turned over. '

More sunlight ln the cars of course meant
better air, and that disagreeable, musty

was not nearly bo noticeable.
There was a general overhauling of car and

station lamps, which were cleaned, rubbed1

and brightened up so that they flickered less
and shone more, and did not fill the cars with
their berefore choking, heavy odor. Brooms
wero called Into requisition for use on ttfb
statton platforms, and though Bomo oi the
latter were too tar gone to ever bo In a very

presentable condition again, are far bet-

ter taken care of than before,
it was by continually calling the at-

tention ot the " L " to the wretched
oondltlon of some ot their property that any
good re'sults were brought about.

dirty and much soiled condition. They are
marked with spots of black, sticky and
greasy-lookin- g dirt as big as a man's hand
that are apt to stains or grease spots on
anything ln tbo way of clothing that comes
In contact with them.

Most ot the old cars are ln this condition
It looks as the lamps might oo cleaned on
the seats, oil allowed to drip on them, ln
which tho dust settlJd, and no attempt Is

mado to clean tbo spots off.,
Another Improvement duo to Tnx Evskino

World's efforts has been an Increase ln the
number of cars used on tho Unton lines.
There are now not neurly eo msny trains of

two cars. Three and four car trains are much
more trains of two cars being used
only ln the middle ot the day.

partment, has at last decided upon the final
step ln his ofllclal career, and be has mado
application to be retired from tbo superin-
tendence.

This Is a stop which supt. Murray had long
had In consideration, lie has been lor jeurs
a HiilTerer from an Insidious dlscobo, which,
while It docs not Immediately threaten his
life, renders blin very feeble and almost
holpless.

SUrT. WfLLIAV HCTlRAT.

Recently a bill as passed ln the Legisla-

ture which authorized the retirement of I

Supeilntcndcnts of Police, a'ler a certain
term of Bervlce, on halt pay. This enables
Bupt. Murray to ba retired on a pension of
au.000 a year, which would mako him

for tho I est ot his life.
Tbe Superintendent was first taken HI In

July, 1SD0, and srcured leave ot absence from
duty for six weeks. He was stricken with
partial paralysis. Improvement came very
slowly, and the weeks lengthened Into
months, and It was not until tho first ot Octo-
ber last that he was able to return to bis
duty, after an absence ot nearly eighteen
months.

During tbe succeeding two months ho
seemed to bs gaining in strength aud vigor.
The past month, however, has been a hard
ono for him, and ot late he has been rapidly
losing. The old tremor which affected his
left sldo tuturned, and a day's work In his
office seemed to exhaust him completely.

He kept tn his desk, however, till March CO

appearing dally ut headiiuartcnt and per-

forming tho duties of bis trying office. Then
he was obliged to git cup again and surrender
liUdesk to Chief Inspector Uyrucs.

William Murray Is only forty-eig- years
old. He Joined tho Kllsworth Zouaves wheu
he was eighteen aud was shot In tbo thtgb
at tho tlrst battle of Bull Run. In May, lbUU,
ho was appointed a patro.mas. In IBTO, ln
recognition of his scrvlco lu the capture ot
three desperate burglars armed to the teeth,
ho was promoted to a roundsman's place.

He was given a gold watch and chain for
skillful detectlvo work ln capturing some
Maiden lana burglars, and has memorials tor
bravery from the late Mgr. rreston, Ocn.
Hancock, Gen. Butterfleld, tbe late Rev, Dr.
Crosby and others.

He became a Sergeant In 1871, was mado
Captain In lHTOand stationed In tho Fourth
Precinct, He was mada Inspector In IK7T
and superintendent ot the Department ln
188.1.

There Is no other of the
New York pollui alive, Hupt. Walling, tie
Immediate predecessor of Mr. Murray, having
died last Kail.

Supt. Murray Is well to do ln this world's
goods and lives at 1041 Madison avenue.
