drawn at the Last Moment

It has Just leaked out that the Lyceum
Theatre, Fourth avenue and Twenty-fourt- h

street, which was booked for sale at auction
yesterday at the Ileal Estate Exchange auc-
tion rooms, was withdrawn at the last mo-

ment.

Liberty
street, an Evknino Wohlo reporter was told
that the nalo was to havo taken place In pur-
suance of a foreclosure of mortgage by Juhu
B. Ellis, as trustee of tho holders of certain
bonds Issued by tho Lyceum against the
Lyceum, tho New York Theatre company
and Franklin II. Sargent.

The Judgment of foreclosure was obtained
in December, 1800.

Hubbard Uendrlckson was Mr. Ellis's attor-
ney and l'otcr A. llendrlck was the lteferco.

Many would-b- e bidders turned away disap-
pointed from tho auction-roo- when they
learned that tbo sale of tho Lyceum would
not tako place.

An attempt was made to keep secret the
reason of this sudden withdrawal after tho
bale bad been bulletined.
