Indian lleservatlon surplus lands, prepared
for opening to rcttloment at noun y, ate
looted In the tiorthcantcrn coiner of boulh
Dakota, covering the most of ltotcrt County,
lapping over lho edge ot Marshall and Dor
counties, crossing tho panhandle of Grant
ana the sharp point ot the tiiangular-abkpe- d

reservation extending down to the centre ot
Coddlngtcn, a tew miles from Watertowu,
where filing may be made and where much ot
tbe crowd nt eager seekers after lauds havo
been awaiting this day.

The northern base of the triangle extends
over Into Saigenl and ltichland counties In
North Dakota, and fur tbat reason filings may
be made al Fargo.

The reservation Is the source of tbe Bed
lilvcr ot the North, which flows ultimately
Into Hudson's Bay ; of tbo Minnesota Hirer
which crosses this State and empties luto the
Mlsslslppl near tbts tlty, and ot the Big

Sioux lllver, which (lows south and Joins tbe
Missouri.

Tho lands are rich and numerous lakes
Cover the entire extent ot tbo reservation, a
good portion ot which Is wooded aud of a
hilly character. In tact, the character ol the
land reflects much credit on the Judgment of
the Slsscton Indians, who choso this laud as
their icward tor their help to tho settlers In

the Indian war of IRO'J.
For nearly thirty years they held tbo

reservation Intact, but finally concluded
they would prefer to bate their hinds In
severalty and lire like whites, so the matter
was soon arranged with tho aldot a Com ml v
slou, and i's scramble tor lands is tho
resu't.

Tbo Indians have selected many of tbe best
lands on the reservation, but It Is estimated
tbat cnougn for about four tb lusind claims ot
