SLAIN AT THE ALTAR.

Spanish Priest Almost Beheaded

by a Crazy Assassin.

Murderer Shools and Cuts His Way

Through the Congregation.

One Woman Shot Dead Vnln Pur-
suit of the Floelns Madman.

Madeid, April 10. In a church nt Angle-boI-

a village la the province of Lcrlda. while
tho usual services of Good Frldny were being
observed, and Father Francisco Marti, the
priest In charge of the parish, was kneeling,
at tho altar, a man armed with a revolt er
and a short sword suddenly sprang out from
behind tho pulpit, at tho left of tho altar, and
rushed upon tho priest.

'I ho man's eyes (airly blazed with Insane
fury. Tho people In tho congregation wcro
struck dumb with terror, and not one of them
could make a movement.

Father Marti, whoso back was to the con-

gregation, seemed to have instinctive warn-
ing that danger threatened him, and partly
turned his head In the direction of the man.
But he was too late to more than raise
bis hands to attempt to ward off tho sword
blow he Baft aimed at him.
' In an Instint tho priest lay dead In front of
the altar. The assassin's blow bad struck
the back ot his neck, and tho keen blade al-

most severed his head from his body. Part of
the hand raised in tbo vain effort to ward oft
tho blow was cut off and lay beside tho
bleeding bod) .

By this tlmo the people realized what they
had seen. Women Ehrleked In terror, and
many of them fainted away, borne (ew ot
the men made an attempt to seize the mur-
derer, but they wcro thwarted by the assas-
sin, who levelled a revolver and fired right
and left, driving his would-b-e captors to
flight

one woman shrinking and crouching close
to tho alter rails, was nit by one ot the bul-

lets and (ell dead to the floor.
The worshippers were panic stricken. A

general rush was made (or the doors, and
many ot the people wero thrown aewn and
trampled upon by the excited throngs behind
them.
, Several children Injured tn tho rush, It Is

, believed, will die
The assassin, when bis revolver was emp-

tied, sprang Into the fleeing crowd, and
wleldlDg his sword, still dripping with the
blood of the massacred priest, he sloshed
right and left, cutting his way to .the street.
The crowd huddled togethor to avoid the
vicious blows aimed at them, making as far
as possible a clear path (or the murderer, but
quite a number ot them were hit by the sharp
weapon and very dangerously wounded. Once
he reached tho street tho nin started on
a run and soon vanished.

The Civil Guard was alarmed by the
(Tightened people, and a pursuit was Imme-
diately orgaUed. The village was thor-
oughly searched and members ot tho C1MI
Guard were sent to bcout the surrounding
country. Thus far every effort to capture the
murderer has been jraln, but tho search has
not been abandoned.

From descriptions given o( him, the mur-
derer has been Identified as a retired soldier.
So reason Is known lor the crime, and It Is
believed by almost every ono that the man
was Insane. .

BLOCKED BY NO BLOCKHEAD.

Wolf had decided that his son was Incorrigi-
ble, nna had started to take him to court for
commitment to tho Juvenile Asjlum.

Little Simon demurred, and at Twenty-eight- h
street sprinted lor an Elevated rail-

way pillar, up which he climbed.
From his perch uo jeere i and taunted his

father, and finally poked his head through tha
ties, just as a train was approaching.

'1 be crowds below expected to see him de-
capitated, 'ihe engineer reversed tho motor
and the train stopped when the engine wan
Just over tho boj, who sat grinning under-
neath.

A policeman finally dislodged Simon, the
train moved on and the crowds dispersed.

1 ho bullet w as still In tho man's head andlt
was that which had caused his death. 'Ihrro
wcro also other marks of violence on his bodj .

Iho Indications point to the conclusion that
the other man found came to his death by
drowning, there being numerous footprints
on the edgo of a ditch, snowing that a strug-
gle had taken placo there.

lho tramps arrested say that the dead
men Thomas Walsh and John Davis camo
to the camp drunk and with a pint o( alcohol
In their possession.

A right ensuod for tho possession of tbo
alcohol and Walsh and Davis weio driven
from tho camp. They w cro followed by some
of the men and another flght took place, dur-
ing which several shots wero tired.

Ihe men catno back with the alcohol, saj.
lng that Walsh and Davis hid run away. Tho
pollco are bearchlng tho woods and arresting
nil tramps.

BROKER WATSON'S SUICIDE.

He Preferred Death to Life in an
Insane Asylum.

Pretended to lie a Doctor and Wrote
a Futul Proscription.

PntLAOELriiiA, April 10 Deputy Coroner

Dugan held an Inquest at noon to-d- on tho
body of Richard M. Watson, a prominent
stock broker ot 1 Broadway, Now York, who
committed suicide In a remarkably cool man-
ner lato Thursday night.

According to eildenco presented Watson
entered St. Joseph's Hospital on Feb. 1U last,
being overcomo with an attack of acute alco-

holism while visiting tho city. He had expe-
rienced a slLillar troublo beforo In Notv York
city, where for a time be was treated at St.
Vincent's Hospital.

Although tbc (set was not generally known,
Watson's mind had also been somewhat un-

balanced, and ho had delusions conci rntng
Imaginary losses ot hundreds ot thousands or

dollars In Ihe stock market.
After spending eight weeks In the hospital

Watson seemed to bo Improving, and went
out for a walk with a friend named Thomas
McDeMtt, on Thursday evening.

On llroad street, below Columbia nvonue,
he entered a drug store where he had pre-

viously introduced hlmsclta "Dr." Watson
of M. Joeph's Hospital, and asked lor an
eighth of an ounce ot sulphate of morphia.

hupposlng him lo be a habitual morphine
' consumer tbo druggist refused to nil the
order without a prescription. atson com-

piled by writing an order on the back of an
oldcnelopo,slgnlngnlsnamoas "Dr. Richard
M. Watson."

Then ho asked for a glass, but the druggist
refused. In company with his friend. Watson
then went to a neighboring saloon, whero he
poured tho drug Into an empty glass which
bo ordered tilled with beer,

Ho drank ihe foaming contents bofcre
rcalled what had happened, and whtn

the latter questioned him as to thu meaning
ot what had occurred, Watson cooly replied:

lo taken enough poison to kill tour men,
anil I'll be dtad In twenty mlnutei "

Ho volunteered the additional Information
that he preferred death 'to life In on Insano
as) lutn.

McDcvllt hurried tho unfortunate man Into
a cab and drove to the hospital, whero ho
died a few hours later despite tho physician's
erforu.

A verdict of death (rom taking morphlt
while temporarily Insane was rendered by
the Jury.

Mr. Watson was President ot tho Hurley
Stone Company, which has offices at 1 llroad.
way. Ho was thirty ) ears old. He had lust
bis wife a little over a year ago, her death
belug quickly (ollowod by those o( his two
children.

He had no fixed homo In this city, but lived
In hotels, as his fancy dictated.
