LABOR'S HARMONY CONCLAVE.

150,000 Union Men to Bo Repre-

sented at To-Nig- Meeting.

Scheme for the formation of a New.
Powerful Central Ilody,

Delegates from three hundred labor unions
and organizations will m-- et in Clar-
endon Hall for the purpose of endeavoring to
Ke.tle tbo differences that havo existed
among them lor several years.

Leaders lu the various organizations have
been preparing for tho event lor a long time,
and It Is conlldcntly expected b) them that
tbe results desired will bo attained through
the formation of a new central labor body.

During tho past two weeks meetings have
been held among tbo various divisions and
subdivisions of tho CentrJl Labor Vnlnn,
the American Federation ot Labor and tho
Central Labor Federation, the three great
central bodies ot this city, and three dclegafs
from each hubordlute union have been ap
pointed to attend the conference.

Delegates havo been Instructed to exert
their utmost power to effect tho obliteration
ot all past differences, aud at the tatuutline
to Becuro the adoption of such measures as
would In tbe future tend to consolidate all
tbe unions under one great central body,
whose scope and powers in nutations affect-
ing their Interests would be unlimited

who will preside over tho confercnie Is not
yet known but it was said this morning that
the honor would In nil probability be con.
ferred on a representative ot the central
Labor Union.

'I here Is every indication that tbo proceed-
ings will move along smoothly, and that tho
rrsult will bo the creation of a new executive
organization for the guv eminent of tho vari-
ous unions Interested In the undertaking.
