Tioubles come1, says tho not
singly, but In whole battalions. y Is
not only Moving Day In Now Vcrlc. but It Is
the da) when overy consumer of mithraclto
coal must begin to pay additional enforced
tribute to tho robbers of tho Heading Coal and
Hallway combine.

Tho first ton of coal that tho householder
puts In the cellar of his new homo will cost
him at least 83 cents more than ho has paid
beforo for that amount of fuel, Winter or
Bummer. In jears, although cvorybody knows
that the members of the combine havo waxed
rich In the business and mado frit dividends
on very much watered stock, even when tho
price of coal In tho cellar was 75 cents a ton
less than the prlco exaoted

Approximately what New York and her
nearest neighbors must pay In tribute to the
coal barons for the year which begins to-d-

may be deduced from theso figures:
New York city burns 3,roo,000 tons of

hard coal In a year, lirooklyn consumes
2,000,000 tons and Jerbey city and Btatcn
Island, fi50,000 tons. In round numbers
New York and her neighbors burn 0,000,000
tons of nnthraclto coal annunlly, or 10 per
cent, of tho entlro output of the mines less
than ISO miles away.

The lncrcoso of vo cents a ton, therefore,
means that Now York and her neighbors
must pay $1,500,000 to the Heading combine,
In addition to tho already fat prollts received
by tho barons.

That Is, If tho combine, full of love and con-

sideration tor the public, keeps Its hands
from reaching still deeper Into pcoplo's pock-
ets during tho balance of tho jear which
nobody Is simple enough to believe.
