LITTLE FEAR OF A CONTEST.

Lawyers Say William Astor'a
Heirs Will Abide by His Will.

Now that tho provisions of William Astor'a
will have been modo public, there Is a good
deal of curiosity as to whether ilia executors
will hate any contests on their hands. The
only mcinbors of the testator's family likely
to object to tho disposition or his ptoperly are
Mrs. Coleman Drayton, who is absolutely cut

'off rrom all share in her father's estate by
the latest codicil of the will and Henry Asloi,
William's brother, who Is expressly dlsln- -

herlted.
A provision of the will was that If any of

its bcnetlclarle contest It or reluses to accept
its proMslons he or she, shall forte. ' .dl
benerit from ihe will. This, of course,
would not arrect Mrs. Drayton should she
contest, because she is already disinherited.
Nor would H afreet the rights of her children,

' lu whom tho share In the estate originally
' assigned to her lias been tlvcn.

It Is siatid in the codicil nvoklng that por.
tlon of tho will which provides for Sirs. Dray-
ton lu tho same manlier as Mr. Astor's other
daughters that he lias made other aud ample
provision for her. What that provision Is the
executors will not say, but It is supposed lo
be a special trust erected by her father before
his diatli and after her recent domestic
troubles which created so great a scandal.

In such a case It Is not Improbable that any
attempt upon Mrs. Drayton's part to contest
the will would result In the forfeiture of that

'
special provision lo which allusion Is made lu
tho will.

William Astor gave iooo.ooo to his daugh-le- r

at tho time or her marriage to J. coleuian
Drayton, and some believe that this is the
provision relernd to. It yields her an Income
of about 110,000 a car. There Is a rumor
that an additional sum was given to her
brother, John Jacob Astor, suniclent for Mrs.
Drayton's ample support.
