1801 and ISO"! respectively on Juno 14 had
been equalled It not knocueil out, and
there was every prospect, too, that yester-
day's record would be at least equalled, and
the record of the hottest June 14 knon
that of 80 degrees In 1885 would be beaten.

Tbcro were many wore cnbes of prostra-
tion by the heat y thau yesterday. Al-

though there was only a ton-mi- brcezo
blowing, against that of fourteen miles yes-

terday, the weather did not seem so com-

pletely lnsufferablo during tho curly morning
hours. But, along towards noon Old bol,
aided by General Humidity, who mustered
his forces to tho extent of 83 per cent,
Instead of 75, as began thu work
ot making llio a burden, especially for people
of adipose tendencies.

Local Forecast Observer Dunn prepared
for the worst this morning by again taking

the temperature In the sun at 7 o'clock at
bis homo in Brooklyn. The mercury Immedi-
ately Jumped up to 110, and Mr. Dunn de-

cided t"o lcayo hH overcoat and fur cap
at home. When ho arrived at his oflk'o on
topot the Equitable Building ho found It
much cooler. Tho thermometer there In tho
shade was only 7:1 at 8 o'clock. At o o'clock It
had avanccd to 70 degree and at 10 to 70, a
steady Increase of three degrees per hour.

CLAIMS AN ALIBI.

Schlipf's Effort to Clear Himself
of Mary Andoraon's Murdor.

Says He Was Switching Cars When

tho Tragedy Occurred.

An Important Plcco of KvlJcnco
Found by an livening

World" Reporter.

l'SKTii Ambov, N. J., Juno 21 Harry
Schllpf, tho young brnkoman on tho I.ehlgh
Valley Itallroad, now In Jail In New Bruns-
wick formally charged with the murder ot
Herta Mary Anderson, has a host of frlonds
la this township who pooh-poo- h thu Idea
that ho Is In any way Implicated in
tho crime, but the g prisoner Is
moro tortunato In having tor friends several
fellow-workm- on the " Valley road," as tuoy
call tho Lehigh Bystcm, who hao by their
own statements, voluutarlly offered, estab-
lished what appears to bo an Impregnable
alibi tor Schllpt.

All tho local Vldocqs will permit to be
made public to show the basts tor tho arrest
of Schllff, seems to bo a paper ot tobacco and
two letters. Tho tobacco Is said to havo been
found In tho yard ot tho Uollondcr House,
where Schllpt formerly boarded; the letters
were sent by schllpt to Clara Hollcndcr, who
was Mary Anderson's closest friend.

Thcso letters are described as being some-

what belligerent In tone, because she, Clara,
had snubbed him and treated blm with Indif-
ference. Miss Uollender and bchllpf had a
very heated quarrel n fortnight or so ago,
with tho result that tho Uollender house
wasn't big enough to shelter both at tho samo
time. Schllpf had beon boarding with Clara's
family almost evor slnco ho came to Perth
Atnboy, three years ago, but tho lost wordy
battle with his landlady's daughter caused
him to change his boarding place, and ho
moved across the street to tbe house of Mrs.
Snyder.

Directly after Miss Anderson's murder,
Tope Uollender found a paper of tobacco In his
yard. It was of tbe brand that Schllpf habit-
ually used. Uollender know ot tho quarrel
between his daughter and Bchllpf, and also
all about tho notes, llo did sot propose to
tato aw; Chances.. ot a. murder tails family,

nd so ho called on Acting Chief Burke, with
tbe paper ot tobacco, letters and tho story ot
schllprs quarrel with Clara.

Incidentally, Mr. Uollender remarked that
Bchllpf left bis house owing S80 for board,
but the police are far from believing that.

The detective who mado the formal charge
against Schllpt Is dumb as an oybter when
questioned by tho reportora as to the proofs
In his hands. The officials, howt ver, say that
ther will disintegrate bchllDfs alibi and
scatter It to the winds at the proper time.

Four employees ot the Valley road are will-
ing to swear that Schllpf was In the railroad
yard tending switches all the afternoon ot
the murder.

The prisoner himself, who was seen at the
jail last night, said he was on duty from noon
until 0.30 r. i. tbe day ot the murder, and
that be llrst beard ot the tragedy from Con-
ductor James Burke, of tho Valley road at
0.50 that afternoon. Ho said he was ac-
quainted with Mary Anderson, and had known
her for two years j he al30 kDcw Axel Peter-
sen, but not Intimately.

bchllpf had a sunstroke Just a year ago,
which lalt him up lor several months. Clara
Uollender nursed htm, and occasionally Mary
Anderson came over to thu Uollender houso
und helped Clara to look after his w ants.

cassltnau W. Boynton, for whom Mary
Anderson worked, said y thai
the Sunday afternoon preceding the
Wednesday of tho murder Mary wont
away from his house and did not return uuttl
alter supper time. When sho returned she
was accompanied by a young man. The
rook In Boyntou's houso saw this young
man, whum she described as a boy only
eighteen or nineteen cars old. Schllpt U
very boyish-lookin- nnd might easily do
mistaken at a casual glanoa for a boy. Ho
looks to bo jounger by several jcars than ho
really Is. Tho cpok Is a Swedish
woman and a stranger to the
English language. She told Mr. Boynton that
Mary sold the young fellow's naiuo was
Smith. With her imperfect knowledge ot
English tbe cook could easily be mistaken In
understanding Mar) to say smith Instead ot
Schllpf.

Whon The Evekino World reporter, who
got this bit ot information from Mr. Boyntun,
questioned Acting chief Burko and city
Marshal Flaherty about It became
greatly Interested and tho
renorter sharply.

ELK1NS IN WAIT FOR OEPEW.

Ho Did Not Bring an Offer ol

Elaine's Job.

Dr. chauncey M. Depew got borne from
Minneapolis this morning, and boforo noon
had held two Imjiortant conferences tho
first with Secretary of War Klklns and tho
second with Whltelaw Held, tho Itepubllcan
candidato for

Dr. Uopew denies thai, be was offered tho
place vacated by Secretary Blaine, and Bays
he does not think ho would accepy If It were
offered; but the nature of Secretary Klklns's
errand be smilingly declined to disclose.

As to Mr. lleid's visit, Dr. Depew said It was
simply a friendly call and without political
BlgnlUcancc.

Dr. Depew's private car, attached to a
regular express train, rolled Into tno Grand
Central Station at 0 a. u. Gracious and
cheerful. Dr. Depew alighted and hastened to
the Vanderbllt prlate office, where ho found
awaiting htm Secretary Klklns. It was evi-

dently Intended that Mr. .F.lMus's vl-- lt should
bo a secret.

At 10.30 o'clock Whltelaw Held arrived,
and was Immediately shown In Mr. Vander-bllt'- s

office, but all other callers were In-

formed that Mr. Depew was engaged. It was
noarly 1- - o'clock when Mr. Held went out ot
tho public entrance. Secretary Klklns had
