Thoevldonccslmtd that at tl o'clock last
eM'iiIng lieujainlii llianngjn, a boy of eleven
jeats, ruslud Into tho lledford atcuuu iwllco
station, and lulling at the feet or c.ipu bhort,
who was at tho time on blsayout,bcaeeched
blm (o sao blm from bis father, saying:

" 1'api will kill inol Oh, don't let htm I '

'piitliiulriR his piteous crying, no lapsed
Into unconsciousness, almost the last words
being, "Don't, p.tpal"

Tho captain was shocked at the sight the
poor lad preicntrl, and tuMng blm In his
arms, laid the toy on a table. UN loner Up

as ripped open, his left eye was brulsid and
bleeding, and on tho back of bis bead and on
several places on his nock wero cuts as If

mado by a blunt lnstrument- -
Officer Frank Ford, of the society for tbo

Prevention of cruelty lo Children, on seeing
the boy exclaimed:

"Hood Uodl What macblno bos tbo boy
been through I"

As tho clothing was taken off the boy tno
pain brought blui back to consciousness, and
his Mrst words were: "Oh, papa, don't. I

didn't steal I"
When tho lad's clothing was removed tho

sight brought tears to the eyes ol the olllcers
standing around, lllnck marks as If irom a
wblp and wounds as II Irom blows hcio nu-

merous on his body. Ambulance Burgeon
Olflord, who dressed the wounds, said that It
w as tbo most brutal caio of child-beatin-g ho

ever witnessed.
llranagan, tho father of tbo boy, lost bis

wlfo lait November. In his family aro tlvn
children, tho Bluest a girl of seventeen. Sho

has left her father, as alleged, on account of

his cruelty. Llttlo llenjamln of lato has been
teiulug bar for bis lather, who, it is allegod, '

compelled blm to remain up till late hours of

the night. When tbo boy demurred or got
sleepy bo was beaten.

Last evening llenjamln was loft In chargo
of the saloon, and when, after threo hours'
absence, his lather returned and found that
thcro was no money In the drawer, ho ac-

cused tho boy of stealing and began beating
blm. Ho Is alleged to havo kicked and cuffed
the llttlo fellow all over tho saloon, and, not
content with that, when tbo boy lay helpless
on the floor, ho took down a rawhide from be-

hind tbo bar and continued to beat him.
Neighbors, hearing unusual noNes, rushed

In and found tho father still beating the boy.
They toro tho enraged parent away and in a

! bhort time tho boy, coming to, stole out of
tbo pool-roo- In tbo rear of tho saloon and

' dragged hltiioelt to tho pollco station.
llranagan' arrest was Immediately or-

dered, and tbo cfllccrs found him non- -
chalantly smoking behind bis bar, while an
enr.iged crowd stood outside tbo door. On
bis way to tho btatlon be was hissed at and
threatened.

"Ouesslcaudo what I llko with tbo boj- -
can't I? He's mine, ain't be? Ho deserved
all bo got, and he'll get more," was the
callous parent's first remark at tbc station-- 1

house, whero swarthy men stood around
hardl able to keep their hands off him.

"You fellows would llko to hit me, wouldn't
j on? But jou dare not I" be sneered at tho

j ofllccrs.
When tbo boy Identified his father that per--

'son said: "You little ,

)ou didn't got half enough 1" and the boy, i

looking at the oUloer, taid : " Don't let him
gel at me. i'leasu don't, papa. Whero is
mamiuay Ob, If Bhu wero einly allvol"

Hardly able to control ihciusidvcs, tbo
police hustled the latherluto the cell nut too
gently. The boy was photographed this
morning, and It will bo months before he Is
out id tbo doctor's hands.
