thing but, tho Democratic ticket, und he stood
101 ',' 00,001 Democrats of the same kind In
New ork.1tato.

Mr. tcckratiandhls organization, he said,
on the calces bund, had on more th in one
occasion combined with ltcpubllcaiis to de-

feat tbelr parly, and It came w lira very bad
grace lor aw ot them to chnrgo consistent
and g Democrats with disloyalty.

Mi. coudert then read tbo foregoing resolu-
tions and retired, followed by bis friends.
Tho incident created somewhat of a bensa-tlo- n

and It wan some time before the Com-

mittee got down to buslnoss again.
The position ot the Cleveland delegation

from New York is now fully placed befbro tbe
public, and tbo responsibility nf opposing
Cleveland's nomination will rest entirely with
the Tammany delegates. It is only another
Illustration of thu supremo confidence which
tho former havo In ihu rcsull of the Conten-
tion's work. In tho imiiro sessions of iho
convention the Svnu'iibo ilcleeatos will have

011 the floor, without a vote, while the
alternates .uid oilier friends nf th' (lev eland
delegates win have lo content themselves
with planes In thu gallery.
