Iron League Decides on Post-

ponement.

Houscamttlis .lubllont Over What
They Think it Backdown.

Notwithstanding the notices posted In tho
manufactories belonging to the Iron League,
that nil rmployeiB who are members of the
llousesinllbs' Union would bo discharged this
morning unless the strike against the .Tacit-so- n

Architectural Iron Works wasdeclnred
on, tho regular forces, union men Included,
went to work as usual

bo far as can bo ascertained tho House-smith- s'

Union has taken no formal action
"1th regard to tho stand tiken by tho em-

ployers. At their headquarters In West
Thlrty-secon- d street this morning there wcro
only two btrlkers. 'I hey professed to know
nothing of tho Unlon'B plans, but pre-
dicted that nothing would likely be dona
until tho cmplojers became more aggressho
nnd carried out tho threat contained In tho
notices posted. Then, they said, tho Iron
League woulc find that labor was united and
would stand together In opposition to tho
League until the demands of the Union were
acceded to.

'I ho great majority of tho employees of tho
firms who belong to tho League are Union or
K. of 1. men. The sympathy of all, tho
strikers saj", Is with the Housesmlths' Union,
and If n hat they term the arbitrary plan t
the League Is put luto effect all the men, to
tho number of at least US.OOO, will walk out
with the discharged housesmlths and force
the shops to close.

Argument on the Constitutionality
of Gerry Interference.

Justice Andrews Take Uriels and
Iti'S'rve Decision.

Mrs. Charlotte Kivcr, who was arrested at
tho Instance of tho (ierry saclety un tho
charge of allowing her lev en-- ) ear-ol- d daugh-

ter Mildred, known as La Kegalonclta, to
dance In "King Knllko" at tho Broadway
Theatre, was before Justice Andrews, of tho
Supremo court, this morning on a writ ot
habeas corpus.

'Her counsel, Dlttenhoofer Oerber, ques-

tion the constitutionality of the lnw forbid-

ding thu exhibition ot children under sixteen
yeais of age In a theatrical performance.

Dlltenhooler In bis argument said
that tin re was no doubt of tho powcrof the
Legislature to protect ai Infant against Im-

morality and danger tolls health and morals.
" Hut," ho asked, "can the Legislature tako

Irom the parent the right to employ n child
In a law ful occupation not Indecent nor Im-

moral and not dangerous to tho life, limb,
health or morals of the child?"

In this case It was nut claimed that tho
perlormance was Immoral or Indecent.

Commodore Klbrldgo T. (Jerry In reply
argued that taking part In public theatrical
performances was Injurious to children under
blxtecn years of age. It necessarily deprived
them ot needed rest nnd subjected them to
unnccesnary ph)sical efforts which engen-
dered disease, betides subjecting them to
periods ot nervous cxtltemcnt that could not
but be Injurious to them.

The htcessary rehearsals and preparations
for such performances deprives them of time
that rhould be devoted to Ihdr education.

ihe association and surroundings, Mr.
