THIRTEEN KILLED.

A Frightful Acoident on the
Pennsylvania Railroad at

Harrisburg.

Between Thirty and Forty Reported

to be Injured.

The Second Section of the Western
Kxpress Ran Into the First

Section.

IlAMtissUHO, Pa., June 2f.. A frightful nc

cldont occurred on the Pennsylvania Railroad,
within tho city limits, at 1.30 o'clock this
morning.

The Beconil section of tho Western Express,
which lctt Philadelphia at 0.30 o'clock last
night, ran luto the first section, completely
telescoping two cars aDd wrecking threo
others and the locomotive of the second sec-

tion.
Thirteen peoplo were killed. Tho Injured

number between thirty and forty, sonio of
whom will die.

It was made up of ono baggago car and ono
express car, threo day coaches, and tho prl--

As tho train rolled Into Harrisburg It was

stopped a few minutes at Dock street, east ot
tho station, to allow wituo shifting In tho
yards, the flagman being sent back to signal
the second section, which was following close
behind.

The flagman was soon railed In, and tho
train had but started when tho second sec-

tion dashed around tho sharp curve n tew
yards away.

Then came a horrible grinding and crushing
sound, and Immediately after tho groans and
shrieks ot tho Injured and dying passengers.

Jt was an awful moment, and tho only won-

der Is that so many escaped from the terrlblo
wreck.

It was but a few minutes until tho Indus-

trial establishments In South Harrisburg
an army ot willing men, who did all In

their power to rescue the Imprisoned men,
women and children and alleviate their Bu-
ffering.

Five cars and the locomotlvo ot the first
section were wrecked, one car fell upon Its
side and the Flro Department was called out,
a report that the wreck was
on fire, which fortunately proved false.

The baggage car next to tho engine was tho
only ono In the second section wrecked. Xono
ot the trainmen were hurt.

Tho private car ot George Westlnghouso, ot
Pittsburg, was the last on the first train. Its
weight crushed the two day coaches ahead
Into kindling wood. Nobody in tho Westing-hous- e

car was hurt except tho porter.
Hughcy Holly and Uarry Nolll, the engineer

and fireman ot the second section, both from
Philadelphia, stuck to their posts. Tho fire-

man explained that thoy bad not even time
to think or Jump It all came so suddenly.

Tho passengers were hemmed In the broken
cars, and their pitiful cries almost unnerved
tho first helpers that arrived. A drenching
rain added to tho dlMculllcs of tho work ot
rescue.

One car had to be Jackod up to recover tho
body of a w oman whose head w as crushed to
a shapeless mass. Tno clothing was torn
from her body.

'I ho mangled bodies were In several In-

stances almost unrecognizable.
Physicians and surgeons ot tho city were

aroused and all hurried to tho hospital, where
the injured and dying were taken as fast as
recovered from the wreck.

The Bremen and police, under Mayor
Frltchey'B direction, did excellent servlco In
recovering the bodies and getting tho

hospital.

Thero are only two persons named Coolldgo
in the Drooklyn city Directory.

Coolldge, of luo Pcnn stroet, Williamsburg,
was found all right this morning by an
Kveninu Woki.ii icpoitcr.

Later despatches contain no mention of the
unknown New Yorker at first reported among
the killed.

1,600 Housesmiths Will be Paid
OlTat4o'01ook.

Delegate McKIm Will Not Recoxnlze
the Ilouseitnlths Strike.

At 4 o'clock this afternoon all tho house-smith- s,

union and employed by J.
I), i. J. M. Cornell and the Jackson Architec-
tural Iron Works will recolve an envelope
containing one days' pay and marked " Dis-

charged." Tho regular weekly pay day la on
Friday.

When the envelopes wcro handed out yes-

terday the housesmiths were notified that
they would have another pay day Saturday.
Tho announcement occasioned very little
surprise for the men wero prepared for Jus;
such a mo o.

Having battled all tho efforts of tho firm to
ascertain who were the Union men, the
Housesmiths suspected that all would have
to walk tho plank and that only those who
renounced tht Union and pledged allegiance
to their employers could again obtain work,

According to President Cornell, all the
members of the Iron League will discharge
their housesmiths this afternoon, with the

.understanding that all who apply tor work
Monday will bo accommodated, providing
they renounce the Union.

An Kvkninu Would reporter vlsltod the
two shops named this morning and conversed
with a number of the housesmiths. .None of
them seemed to regard the action of the
League In a very serious light, and declared
that not a mau who applied for work kUuday
would be shut out.

Thoy all detlarcd that If they returned they
would not under any conditions renounce the
Unlou or kindred organizations. Tho result
predicted by the men Is that no ono will re-

turn Monday and that those who are not
members os tho Union will Join at once and
stand out ilrmly with those whom It Is sus-
pected are marked especially for the ven
geauce of the League.

Abciuttour huudred me n employed by the
Cornells and Beveu hundred In the employ ot
the Jackson Company will I e discharged.

300 to 600 men emnlojed by other
members nf the League will also bo

Delegate Kllloran said this morning that
