No decision
was reached In this matter either, and tho

Mr. Cornell declared that tbe strikes

on tun jobs n eru not of as great uumeut
as ibo strikers seemed to lmaslne. Tbe
strikers, however, nvcr that his work Is at a
standstill and that It will be Impossible to
proceed until nn amicable adjustment ot the
difficulties Is leached.

Tbe situation y Is unchanged. The
Lcnguo and tbo strikers occupy tho same
dt'tcrmlndd Btands as yesterday, and no effort
looking to a settlement has been made.

Should tho employers' Idea of buying and
handllug their own brick be put In' o execu-
tion, tho strikers say the probabilities aro
that tbo action will widen tho existing

, breach, and eventually drag other trades Into
the struggle.

" Tho bosses, " says Master Workman
Hicks, " will naturally feel hurt at tho usur-
pation ot what they consider their rights by
tbo League, Inasmuch as they have, hereto-
fore, secured their material nnd had It han-
dled by parties ajrojabio to tho tralst.

"Again, the union bricklayers may refuse
to work with tcab material, and In that
event their relations with tho bosses must
necessarily becomo strained.

" Such a move on the part of the League
would greatly complicate matters ana In-

volve other trades and manufacturers."
Regarding tbn closing of the shops, the

strikers say that such a move will only be
mado when tbo I.eaguo finds It Imposslblo
through tho action of tbo strikers to keep
them open. There ore probably 10,000 men
In the League shops.

The Idea of the League members volun-
tarily closing their shops Is not seriously

oy tbo striking trados. Thoy con-

sider It In tho nature ot a threat, and do not
believe that tho League really contemplates
such action.

Fourteen union trainers employed on three
houses In Washington placo quit work this
morning through sympathy with the house- -
smiths. No more sti Ikes will bo ordered for
a few days, nt least.

carrero i. Haas, of Brooklyn, deny that
their housesmlths were allowod to return as
union men. 1 here aro only about one-ha- lf tho
old men, they say, at work.
