Found His Wife Was Dead.

Mrs. Belr. Knd Her Mfe by Taking
I'arls Green.

Ihreo suicides were reported to tho police
of tho metropolis but none of them
was nttcndod vtltb such tr.iglo tlrcum-stanc-

as that ot Uuslavo 1'ntts a decorator,
lifty-tw- o years old, ur my lltitou aenuo,
Morrlsanta, otcr the de.ith of his wife, Anna.

I'otls'sbody was found hangln to a tree on
the White estate, about ten minutes' walk
from his home. Tho policeman who dis-

covered the body cut It down Immediately,
but was too late tho hotly wus cold and slirr.

1'aiicrs on his person disclosed his Identity
and policemen Irom tliu Morrlsanla station
went to notify his wile. To their turprlso
and horror they found her dead In her chair,
while tho air In the room snicllcd Htrongl) of
coal gas that had escaped Irom tho cooking--1

stove. .

Instantly the police came to the conclusion
that both husband and nltc had planned

to end tnclr lltes nt the same moment,
but Investigation by an K esivo W0111 re- - j

porter this morning Indicates tho contrary.
llclatlvesot both husband and vtlfo say

that there was no reason for either to com-

mit suicide. They lived happily together,
nud, although l'otts had been out of wcrk lor
three weeks, ho made good wages when ho
did work, and hud saved up sotnethlngtor a
rainy day.

They thlnt Mrs. Potts died of heart dlseaso
o, possibly was asphyxiated by coal gas.

l'otts left homo yesterdav afternoon and
did not leturn until between 8 and n o'clock .

RUN DOWN BY THE CEPHEUS.

Four Men Thrown Out of a Row-bo- at,

Two Are Drowned.

The Accident Occurred Ofl" Liberty
UUnd and Will Ue Investigated.

It was definitely ascertained tbls morning
that two men lost their lives as a result of
lho running down of a boat containing tour
men nrr Liberty iBland last night by tbo Iron
bteamboat Opticus.

The drowned men are :

SiiiNKr Weeks, ot Twenty-secon- d street
and Fifth avenue.

Anohony Zaun, of Thirteenth street and
Firth avenue, Brooklyn.

Tim two men saved wrro Theodore Znhn,
ot Thirteenth street and Fifth avenue, and
Honry C. Mcholls, ot liHl l'lftb avenue, Houlb

'
llrooklyn. They were picked up after tbo
accident by Capt. Morrlsscy of tho lug
Cyclops, who landed them at I'ler 1, early
this morning. From them were learned tho
names of the other occupants ot th.' boat.

Up to noon neither body bad been recov-ere-

Theodore Zahn told Capt. Morrlssey that
tho four men had hired tbo rowoont yester-
day afternoon at the foot ot Twentieth stroct,
Mouth Brooklyn, and rowed across tu
Liberty Island, nhcrn tbey spent some
time, and about too In tho evening
they started to return to South
Brooklyn. It was dark, with a storm
threatening, and when thoy bad gotten some
dlstanco away from the tsfand they buw tho
steamboat bearing down on them from tho
south. Tho men pulled hard to get out of tbe
way of tbe steamer, but beforo they could
realize It It was closo upon tbem. Ibcy
shouted, but apparently their cries were not
heard on the steamboat.whloh did not appear
to 3low up.

lho steamboat struck the row boat and tho
four men wero tumbled into tho water. They
struggled bard to save themselves. Tho two
gen wero saved by the timely arrival of
the tug Cyclops. Weeks and .Mcholls sank a
few minutes after the steamboat crashed Into
lho rowboat.

Cupt- - Morrlssey, of tho Cyclops, reported
tbe accident to tho steamboat police at (I

o'clock tbls morning. Ha said that his boat
was towing two car floats at the tlmo of tbo
ac tdent, and he saw tbo small boat off Lib-
erty Island. He hoard the men shouting at
tlu copheus, and when he saw tho rowboat
run down ho left his tow and went lo their
rescue, ills crew picked up two, but was un-

able to find tbo others.
Cupt. Charles Fierce, commander of tbo

Cepheus, said loan Ltkning Wohld reporter
tbls morning that ho left coney Island at
7.40 o'clock w ltb a fair complement of passen-
gers and proceeded up to tbls city.

Capt. l'lerco was in the pilot house when
on" Liberty Island, and he noticed a small
boat crossing lho steamer's bow. It was
quite dark, and It was difficult to seo far
ahead. He signalled tbo engineer to reverse
tbe engines, lhero was no light In
tho small boat, and believing that
some accident had bapiicned to tbe men ho
sent out a lifeboat in charge of tho mato to
search for them. Tho steamer lay to twenty
minutes whllo the llleboat was out,
but tbe mato returned and reported
that no trace of either tbe men or boat
could iw found. Tbe Cepheus then came up
to l'ler 1 and landed her passengers.

The captain did not bear tbe men calling,
and be is or opinion that the quick-wat-

from the steamer In backing overturned the
boat.
