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BOTH WERE "DEAD. ;

A Father and His Crippled Daugh-

ter Asphyxiated by Gas in

a Harlem Flat.

Thiir Dead Bodies Found in a
Bathtub by the Distraoted

Wife and Mother.

The Child Was a Hopeless Cripple,

and the Father Thought to Be

Menially Unbalanced.

Investigation to Be Blade to Deter-
mine Whether It Wat a Double

Suicide or an Accident.

A double tragedy, Involving the loss ot two
liven, occurred early this morning ln tbo se

at liuo. Seventh avenue, between One
Hundred nnd Thirtieth and ouo Hundred and
Thlrty-nr.- it street.

Mrs. Michael Varloy discovered, at 8.30
o'clock, the dead bodies of her husband, M-

ichael Vnrley, and their ld daugh-
ter Annie, stark ln death ln the bath-
room ot their flat, on the first floor
at the above address. Thoy had
died from gas asphyxiation. Both bodies
were still warm. Tho gas was turned en full
from the slnglo burner ln the bathroom, and
the little window opening Into tbe alrsbatt
was closed tightly.

Tbe startled woman sent for Dr. AcVeman,
170 West One Hundred and Thirtieth street,
who responded at onco and used every appli-
ance to restore tho pair, but without avail.

Dr. Ackerman, finding that lite wasextlnct,
notinud the police ot tho Thirtieth Precinct,
and on tho theory that It was a case ot sui-

cide the officers took charge of the bodies and
notified the Coroners' office.

Mr. Varley, who was forty-thre- e years old,
was a comparatively wealthy man and had
only two months ago bought the premises
where they lived, the building being anve-stor-y

double flat house.
The Varleys have had eleven children,

thrco of whom now survive, Mr. Varley was
devoted to bis family, but the girl Annie, whe
was hopelessly crippled by hip disease, was
the object ot his must passionate lore. Uo
never tired of showering endoarments upon
her, and her happiness and comfort seemed
to be his chief object ln lite. This bouse had
been bought ln her namo.

During tho hot nights ot last week Mr.
Varley had been unceasing ln his efforts to
find a cool placo for little Annlo to aleo'i In
fact, his v, lie says, tbo subject became almost
a mania with blm.

This morning without his wife's knowledge
ho had placed a mattress ln the bathtub and
look the child there This seems very
strange, because tho bathroom Is Tery small
and ventilated only by a small window open-
ing on the alrshnft- -

When Mrs. Varley arose she missed tbe pair
and ln ber search for them opened the
bathroom door. A rush ot escaping gas stag,
gercd her for an Instant, but she pushed Into
the room, when the shocking sight burst
upon ber eyes.

Father and daughter were clad only ln tholr
night clothes. Ills wasln a silting posture,
bis back resting against the end of tbe btth
tub. Tbe child s arm was around him, her
head leaulng against his breast.

Thnroaro many doubts whether thoanful
affair was the result of a suicidal attempt
on Varlcy's part or an accident. In su pporl
ot tbe former theory a statement by Dr.
Ackerman has much weight- - lie says that
Varley has recently Buttered a great deal from
pains In the ear, for which be had been
treated by the doctor. This would Indicate
that the brain had bacome affected, and that
ln his overwhelming love for his crippled
child he bad decided to end life for both of
them.

Tbe child was as passionately fond of ber
father as ho was ot her, and always unhesi-
tatingly obeyed his slightest wish. It Is
thought that she would not have made tho
cast icslstance to any command he might
have given.

A pubt. mortem examination will probably
bo made to determine how much. It any ut
Varley's brain was afTecled.

Mrs. Varley Is very low this afternoon from
the grlel and shock. Kholslna delicate con-

dition, and grave fears are entertained lor
her.

The Information, he says,
first reached him through a somewhat covert
source on Ellis Island.

Uo wrote a letter to Secretary or the
Treasury Charles Foster, asking that tbo
foreo ot Inspectors be Increased and volun-
teering tho bervlcrs of additional men for
that purpose. As yet ho has recoH ed no re-
ply to bis letter.

Tbo deteotlves report that on one day last
week eighteen Iron workers landed at Kills
Island aud that theie was no doubt that their
ultimate destination was Homestead.

Tbee foreigners are In charge ot Carnegie
agents, according to Mr. (Jumper, aud are
taken to some point remote from Homestead,
10 be sent to the shops at some opportune
lime.

There are over 20,000 bricklayers
now at work, and they will mrlke, it Is said
on good authority, at the first laoveot the
bosses to assist the League.

clare tor the strikers should the bosses in.

It Is said that the assistance offered by the
bosses was tu aid the League In the dellt ery
ot material at boycotted Jobs.

J. B. Cornell, President of tbe Iron League,
Is just as obdurate as ever to-da- notwith-
standing the Board ot Walking Delegates'

to tie up every Job on which he has a
contract, and then to supplement such action
by striking the Jobs of other members, until
tho building trade Is paralysed or tbe League
accedes to the demands ot the strikers.

Nothing daunted by tee big strike ou the
new llavemeyer Building, at Cortlandt and
Church strrou, yesterday afternoon, and tbe
complete tie up ot the material yards, Mr.
Cornell Is still sanguine ol a victory over tbe
men, belelvlng that he can procure an abun-
dance ot n workmen to nil up the
places vacated by the strikers.

This morning about twenty houscsmlths
belonging to the Arcnitectural
Association went to work on iheUavemeyer
Building ui. ' me supervision ot Mr. Cor-

nell's n fumman. A number of
others belonging to the same association
took the places ot the sixteen union house- -
smiths who were called off from William
Waldorf Aster's New Netherlands Hotel, at
Fifty .ninth street and Fifth avenue.
