In olden days the sewers ot New York were
the rendezvous of thtevis and robbers. To-
day their only living habitues are rats nnd
hues.

There Is little danger to tho workers In tho
New York sewers. Fatalities seldom occur.

t'nder Hroadway there Is very little sewer,
almost none at all below JIadlson square, tho
buildings on this great thorougbtare draining
Into tho sewers under the ctobs streets. This
Is fortiuuite Hi view of the almost constant
excavation of Hroadway for other purposes,
and. Indeed, It would lie dinicult to hnd a bed
for a sewer there, the stibsunaco Irom curb to
curb being already literally crowded lull ol
steam-pine- subway conductors
and tullng-- i ot all sorts.
