Both men when stripped showed up In good
condition.

Prom the moment the Brat Mow was struck
the battle was waged fast and furiously.
Ball was much taller than his antagonist,
and he soon showed that he was quite as
elerer with ale hands as Frttchsrd. With his
extra long reach he had a decided advantage.

Prttchard tried bard In the Brat round to
break through lialfa guard, bat erery time
he attempted it he was promptly met by the
Australian's left.

In the second round Pritchard seemed to
tare better. Be delivered a heary blow with
bis right which, striking Ball squarely, sent
him to grass, where he remained helpless un-

til nine seconds rolled by.
Hall came up as fresh aa erer, hewerer, and

when the lighting was resumed he boxed as
fast as his opponent until the end of the
round.

During the period of rest between rounds
two and three Mitchell gare sage advice to
Ball, who still wore a smile of confidence. In
the other corner Baldock said : " It's a slnch
tor you. Ted, you hare only got to finish htm
again In the middle."

Both men stepped to the acraleh at the
word. Ball diacxad tram Prttchanrs lead and
banged bis left tin the tatter's mouth. Before
Pritchard could recover Ball once more
irmsshed him on the left eye, which was bow
cut and discolored.- ni bet 100 that Ball leaves the ring
without a mark," said Mitchell, and Ball,
with a smils, again landed heavily on
Prltchard's left eye.

Pritchard seemed Twice be
tried without effect to get In on his opponent.
In the last fifteen seconds Bail delivered
heavily with both hands.
