Labor Commissioner Charles P. Peck and
his annual report aroused further comment
In Democratlo and labor circles tbla morning

The statistical experts of the Reform Club

examined tbo figures, and tbey say tbey will
be able to show that tbe condition ot thing
does not correspond with Mr. Peck's figures.
Tbe Reform Club bas a manifold Interest In
tbe present Issue. Alt the Reform Clnb mem.
bers are loyal adherents ot Mr. Cleveland and
the cause of tariff reform.

They are not annoyed or disturbed over the
apparent showing In favor of protection by
Mr. Feck's report, because tbe statements,
tbey say, can and will be effectually refuted.

JAPANESE BAMBOOS IN JERSEY.

They Do Not Seem to Thrive Well
in Our Climate.

The Japanese bamboos which are
seem to be all nativo of Sonthera

Japan. The French nurserymen have
sent these out under names of their own,
generally botanical ones, hut a number
recoived with the native nhmes seem to
be duplicates of those from France. The
Japauese, curiously enough, u Chinese
names for these and other plants, as was
found in tracing up tho translations of
the names among some of onr

Occidental merchants.
For Instance the Japanese name for

the bamboo is "Take," but botanically
the Chinese " Chiku" is used in conjunc-
tion with tbe varietal nnme thus

is the square-stemme- d bamboo
(CaUelloui of tbe French); Kokucbiku Is

the black bamboo (Bamboo nigra In

Frcuth catalogues); Hamchiku is the
spotlod bamboo.

Coining from this warm section, which
I boliove bas a somewhat humid atmos-
phere, the bamboos seem to require a
warmer Fpring than ours to give tbem an
osrly statt. In my garden, at least,
which has a cild. clavey soil, thev do not
seem quite happy, and begin to make
growth rather late in the Spriug.
