Queer Inventions That Administers)),
to Mediaeval Superstition.

Upon the authority of several passages
oft history; we' are led to. believe that
famous wiratds, magicians,' and astrolo-
gers have constructed not leu than six
brazen, human-shape- d heads thai pos-
sessed all the faculties of speech, says
the Brandou San ner.

The first' of these waa the work of
Monk Gerberl, who afterwarda became
Pope with the title of Sylvester IT. The
head is anid to have predicted that Ger-be- rt

wonld bo Pope, and that hr would
not die until he bad said mass in Jerusa-
lem. A'ter the first part of tbe prophecy
had been fulfilled, and be had placed the
Papal lira upon'hia head, he resolved to
live forever by steering clear of Jerusa-
lem.

While saying mars one day in a small
church in a suburb of Borne Sylvester
was taken with a sodden rigor. Knowing
tbat his end was near, he naked the rector
if the church bod any 'special name.
Being informed that it waa popularly
called. "Jerusalem." he closed bis eyos
and died within an hour.

The second ' brazen speaking head "
was made by ono Kobert Grosseteste. an
Italian Bishop, who resided in England
between the years 1176 and 1323. The
third is said to have been the result of
tldrty years' labor on part ot the astrolo-
ger. Albertus Magnus, who was born in

of the old work lire still thore. HeyerAl
sous aud dsuchters were born to him,
among Ihem Mnrgaret, grandmother of
OrovtT Cleveland.

His means soon allowed him to build a
more modern house in tho villago of
Westfield.says Ihe Stiriugfleld Ittpubtu-an- ,

where he lled until his death. He waa
bur.ed in the old cemetery on Morhnnio
street, aud tho tombstone which marks
his resting plaro is still standing. 'Ihe
great esteem in which his follow-tne- u

held him is shown by this inscription on
his gratestonui "In memory of ltichord
Falley. who dlo.l Sept. S. 1808. Aged
sixty-oigh- t yeorx. Ho was vrtuous and
devotional, a lover of good men, n friend
ot liberty and of bis country. lie died in
hopes ot a glorious immortality, aud being
desd yet speakoth."
