White, of San Francisen

1'he vessels were senling off Copper Isiands,
botween forty nod Afty miles, during July,
when the Hussian warshlp Zabraks, mount-
Ing sixteen guns, and the Fur Compaoy's
stenmer Kodiak, bearing the Governor of
Bering's Island, rounded them up one by one
sent the schooners to be aold at Petropaul-
ovekl, and made the captains and crews
prisoners.

When the captains objected to the selsures,
clalming they were freemen on free waters,
the marines pricked them with thelr bayo-
pets and informed them there was such a
place as Siberia for those who spoke too
lolidly of freedom.

Both the British aod American captains
ventured to protest that they were outside
the three-mile limir.

The captaln of the Russian crulser based
his nction on the ground that Hussia exer-
cised jurisdiction over a'l lnnd and water
westward of the line of demarkation.
