This Is evidently not the North German
Lloyd steamer Eibe, which is expectad to ar-
rive at this port to-day or to-morrow, grhe
Elbe aslls from Dremeu and ool from Home
burg. The steamer indicated ln the above
cable dispateh 18 probably s freighter piving
between Hamburg and Eoglish poris.

When an Evexing Wontp reporier called at
the oMes of the North German-Lioyd Coms
pany this afternoon to ascertain if the Elbe,
reported as quarantined in the Tyne, was the
Flbe of that line, it was said that sho ln.
not,

“1t eouldnt be our Elbe,"” sald & repre-
sentative of Agent Bchwab, “for we have
this cavlegram dated at Southamplon Aug.
28: ' Balled, steamship Elbe from Bremgp for
New York with 200 cabln and 450 steerage
passengoers.’

“Our Elbe left Bremen the day before, Aug.
27, and she is due hers to-night. . She was too
long &t sea to have put back Into the Tyne
yesierday, and was aitogether too close to
America to have gotten back by yesterday.
We are absolutely sure it Is not the Elbe of
our line.

“There 13 8 line of small freight ateamera
plylog between Hamburg and London, and it
1s probably A ateamor named KElbe of that
Itne.”
