I'lie analysisshowed the presence of nitrites
in the water, but o smwall parts.  The sample
of water which was auulyzed was taken from
the hydrant at Bicecker and Mulberry streeta,
The appearannce of the water was slightly
turbid. 1ts color was yollowlish orown and it
had a marshy odor.
