On the infected ships down the bay and
Among thelr quarantined passengers the out-
look Is darkenod by the report of Lhree
deaths yesterday and the discovery of six
more persoos 111 with the disease. The deaths
occurred ope on the Normapnia, One on the
Hugis, ons on Swinburne Island.

The plague having manifested itsell among
she crew of Lhe Normannia, seventy men were
taken off that ship to Hofman Island.

It }s announced that the Hamburg-Amerk
ean Packet Company has secured a Bound
steamer for tho accommodation of the Nor-
mannia’s raloon passcogers, and thac tbey
will very shorily be removed Lo Inore commo-
dlous quarters than on the plagte ship.

Great anxiety is felt in this city and
Brooklyn over the succossful attempt of
the Wilson line steamsbip Ebro, laden with
rage, from Hull, Eogland, to make thia port
by coming through the Sound.

The vessel 18 moored at Preotloe's Stores,
Brooklyn, but the authoriiies of the latier
¢ity bave refused permission to land her
céargo. Health OMcer Jenkins has boen ap-
pealed to to order the Ebro to be removed to
guarantino.

A now source of danger from the eholera
scourge has arisen, The aiscovery has been
mado that a steamship lnden with rags has
nnde |ts way through Hell Gate, and s now
moored at Prentice's Btores o Brooklyo, Just
alongeide of the Wall street forry slip. This
hLias, 16 18 wald, becu accomplished without the
knowledge of the health authorities of Lthe
port, and the news bhas caused great alarmo
and constecnation, for it shows that the
quarantine regulations of the portare by no
mECRDS 80 perfect as they should be at such &
time as the prosent.

The vessel Iu question is the KEbro, of the
Wilson line, from linil, England. She stopped
al Boston, where sbe discharyed & part of her
cargo, and then camo on With her rags to
New York by way of the Sound.

Nol & woul at Quarantine knew of her
Arrival untll she was safe in ber dock and
Capt. Morgan went down to Staten Isluod to
make bis report to the Heulth UMmcer,

The cargo of rags Which Is stowed away in
the Kbro's bold was yathered from all parts
of Europe. Much of thls refuse materinl un-
doubtediy comes frosn the Infected alstriciy—
from Hassia, Austris apd vermany, and very
likely trom the plague-stricken ity of Ham-
burg Itself.

Merchandise of this description 1s always
regarded with lhe utmoat suspicion by the
Quarantine authorities,and It 15 customary ro
thoroughly fumigeaie aud distufect such cars
govs beoro vesseld are permitted to land
them. At tbe present times the danger frum
this source h Inconcelvably greater Lhau
ever bofore.

“ Whlle the barbor 18 well guarded, the on-
trance through the Sound Is really unprotecs
ted, and tramp ships without fear of molesti-
tlon could, It they desired to, escape the
savere restrictions of Quaraotine, wnd reach
thelr docks that way.'

Dr. Jenking thus acknowledges that he hax
noguard In the Sound. e justifes Lls ap-
parent laek of vigitance by stating that none
but provineial ships came that way, and that
all the transatlnatie liners cawe up through
the harbor.

“ Thosa which stop at Boston, for In-
stance,” sald the doctor, * as In csse of Lhe
Ebro, to land part of their cargu and then
come on to New York through the Sound,
need cause no alari; lor Liie Boston authorl-
