Many, many Instances of tbo wretcbedest
kind of misery have tieen found by tbo free
doctirs In their rounds, n'td the stories that
have been relate I In these columns bate been

g enough to melt tbe sturdiest
to tears. ThoKO who roluscel to give "hen
the) read the doctru'srevelatlons must havo
been adamantine lndoed. There cannot havo
hern many of them, for the army marching
beneath the banners of this charity is a tost
one, anil there Is scarcely a man, woman or
child In tbls and tho surrounding communl- -
Hies w ho has nut given n little at least.

Up to date tbe free d'c'ois haro furnished
medicines nee to s.ois sick children, and In
.'1.71.1 cases they lnvo been obliged to pay
two or moro visits to their little patients.
