Of course, I knew, as
other chemists did, the explosive material
that was necessary in order to produce
iustnntaneous light, but it was verv difn
cult to obtain a light on wood by that ex-
plosive material, and tbe idea occuned to
me to put snlphur under tho explosivo
mixture.
