e found Lhe ocarvers and makers of the
handies. For conturies past the peasants of
Plcardy have exoelled 1 oarving dell

oate and charming designs In mother-ok
peari for handles. Whole villages are devoted
to this Industry, and women and ehildres are
employed. Thers are to be found Among
these simple pearants real artists, the meriy
of whose work is recognized by dealers. Thess
transplant Lhe rustic men of genius to Paris,
give them constant employment, and usually
bind them over to work for no other eme
ployer, Sometimes the more gifted push on
from the carving of fan handies to attempt
sculpture, and soma have become sxhibitors
at the salon. The best carvers of fan handies
may earn from 12,000 t0 15,000 france &
nually.
