Hundreds of Cattle, Horses and
Sheep Slaughtered by Trains.

Statistics show in" tho number of cattln
killed on the tracks by trains would show
a startling array of figures nnd so would
those showing the number of wrecks
caused by striking cattle, snys tho In-

dianapolis .cu. ,
Several jcais ago n ateonger (rain

struck n drove of horses near Anderson,
on tho Deo line. 1 here wore sixteen in
tho droTC, nud four wore kilted outright,
vvhllo uearly every one ot them was moro
or less injured.

Not lone ngo a main lino New Motion
freight ran into u herd of cattle. 'Iho
engineer tried to stop, but could not
do so. Tbo result was that ho killed
seven head. On tho next trip, boiug de-

sirous of ascertaining how many ho Und'
killed, he kept n sharp lookout nt that
particular point. While ho vvns " look.
W-on- t " he run into a flock of hheep nnd
killed ten.

A Lake Erie nnd Western train on tho
Indianapolis Division struck n herd of
rnttlo near Plymouth and killed six.
Wlieu the " debris " was (looted up tbo
tram started at high spocd, nnd n few
miles further up tlio track killed niuo
hogs.

The Chicago and 'Eastern Illinois is
frtqueully troubled by cuttle getting on.

that some of them will get under the
wheels and cauo un accident. A mule
never leaves tho track uuIcbs he is
knocked off or the train stops. He will
run until exhausted oi overtaken, and
will kick nt every jump. Horses, too, do
not like to leave the track, and hogs will
simply watt to bo hit.
