' lie Btood the drinks," said llogan to an
evinino Wobld reporter this morning, " and
after I took my drink I felt funny, as If there
was something in It to knock a fellow out.

" I went away for a minute or so and when
I camo back Qulgley and the stranger had
gone."

continuing, llogan said he thought the
stranger bad seen qutgley with a roll ot bills
In his hand and had put something In the
liquor to daze jjlm, and had then taken him
out, and while attempting to rob him a right
followed, in which Qulgley was killed or
thrown overboard.

Qulglej's body was found In the river at
the foot ot Grand street last Holiday by Pa-
trolman John J. Roche, ot the Twelfth Pre
dnct. It was not Identified until yesterday.

The body was slashed about, the breast In a
manner which looks as If it had been done
with a knife, but which might have been
caused by the rocks in the river, the blade
ot a propeller, or the wheels ot a terry boat.

I then advertised for work, but had no

'bettor success, f walked from boast to
house, from store to store aad from offlce to
office, but obtained no work except once in a
law offloe, where I waa given a summon to
serve, tor which tha service belts; attended
with unusual dlffleuitlas I received ta.

" What did I not try 1 I even offered Dr.
Dunham, who waa making biological ex.
