This tavern, to Judge
from the plcturo of It which Is still preserved
and Is here reproduced by Tits KtrKiMil
Woriu artist, must have Inn resorted to,
mainly by denlers lu rattle and drovers.

It was, however, one of the best known and
most largely patronlrcd ot oil thu Ilowery,
taverns, and stood until IH'.'if, when It was
torn down to make ttay for a theatre.

'I tils theatre was opened In Oc tober, lN'i7
and wits looked upon at I hotline as one of tho
grtateiitot metropolitan atlrnetlons. It was
