Chairman Fitch was on hand promptly with
a big bundle ot papers and documents. Other
members present were Congressmen Jacob
A. Uelssonhalner,f.of New Jersey; Oeorite W.

Kay, ot Chenango County, and Gen. Ilarmer,
ot Philadelphia.

Jtwas said that Mr. Davenport was
to be on band us s witness, but be did

not appear.

Mitchell walked In Just before 11 oVloclc a,nd

laid bo was ready to be sworn. Ho stated,
however, that he bad nothing whatever to do
with tbo administration ot tbe office ot the
(supervisor ot Elections. It was simply his
duty to prosecute those who were charged
with violating tbo Election laws.

Tliero w as some discussion on this point
between Mr. Mitchell and chairman Fitch,
wblcb was carried on In a tone ot freezing
politeness on both sides.

Alter tho usual preliminary questions by
Chairman Fitch, tbe formal examination or

tbe District-Attorn- ey proceeded. Mr. Mit
chell was asked the namo ot bis assistant
w bo had charge ot tbe accounts ot tbe Super-Ms-

ot Elections when he first came Into
omcoln 188U. He replied that Abraham J.
ltose was the person.

Chairman Fltcb brought out the tact that
Mr. Davenport bid presented some big bills
against the'Govern&ent soon alter MrTMlt-cbe- ll

assumed omce, tor tbe tatter's approval,
and that during tbe previous tour years,
during President Cleveland's administration,
no bucb charges bad over been presented by
Davenport.

" Were not all these accounts ot Davenport
beld back during Mr. Walker's administration
and presented for the first time when you
came tntooftlce?" asked Mr. Fitch.

" You aro not prepared to soy that inch

was not tbo case?''
"N. no, not exactly," replied tbe District

Attorney.

Mr. Mltcbell could not say that somo ot the
accounts did not go back lurtber than the
election ot 1888. Davenport brought tbo
accounts to him personally.

ination and had passed tbem In tbe court.

(juestloned about the accounts put In by
Davenport for tbe election of lhno, Mr.
Mitchell said ho could not remember much
about tbem. ue would ascertain what the
charges were bufore tbe next silting of tbo
committee.

Marshal John W. Jacobus came In during
the examination and seemed to take a lively
Interest In the proceedings.

Mr. Mitchell produced a list of twenty.five
Indictments secured by Davenport against
alleged traudulem voters, covering tbe period
from 1880 until tbe present time.

I hero were only tnree cases of false regis-
tration. All tbe others were for assaults
and taking false naturalization oaths. Onn
offender was convicted and fined in
another case conviction was bad but sen-
tence was suspended, and In tho third the
accused was acquitted.

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THE END IS NOT YET.

Mrs. Harrison Still Lives and Is
No Worse To-Da- y.

False Report Said the Lady of the
White House Was Dead.

Much Bad Comment Before the
Contradiction from Washington.

WAsmsOTON, Oct. 10, --The condition ot

Mrs. Harrison this morning Is unchanged.
She Is no worse than yesterday.

W bile tbe bopelossness ot her case Is gen-
erally conceded, her vitality Is still so great
that, regardless ot tbo possibility of a cbange
for tbe better, there Is no danger ot an Im-

mediate crisis, save for the always posslhlo
appearance of additional complications.

Her physician, Dr. Gardner, Is authority for
tbe statement tbat she may linger tor several
weeks In her present state, and that no possi-
ble complication would terminate fatally In
less than forty-eig- hours.

Telegrams wcro received from Indian-
apolis, Chicago and Now York tbls morning
saying tbat It was reported In those cities
that Mrs. Harrison was dead, and Private
Mrcretary Ilalfor.l was kept busy for an hour
or bo officially denying the reports.

A rumpr reached New York this morning
that tbe lady ot tho W blto House bad died.

As such ancient Is now sadly oxpoctod at
almost any hour, tho rumor was received
with some degreo ot credence, and for a time
caused considerable comment In Wall street
and other localltles.whlch It quickly reached.

Tbe contradiction was not far beblnd tho
first appearance ot the report.

Tho second victim of l)r. Dent's Ignorance
was Michael Fogartj, a laborer, agid twenty-tlv- e,

Fogarty had been a bard drinker and easy

worker. He bad no monev and no friends
He went to the lodging-hous- e at .v.' 1 ulton

street drunk, yesterday.
Ho kept getting worse oil day, and at 8

o'clock In tho ountngnas sent to the low or
Fulton street statlon-hous-

colgan saw at onco that the man
was In a dangerous condition and sent In an
ambulanco calL

Dr. uent responded The groaning man
was pointed out to him, and with no further
examination than a hasty glance tbo young
doctor said, as bo did tu Mrs. uorman's
friends :

''loo much liquor; alcoholism; can't tako
him."

Without another word he turned to walk
out.

"Myaod,"sald sergt. Colgan. " can't vou
do an) thing for ibis man ; dou't yon ste I hat
bo may diet"

'1 hat's not my ouslncs ; it s lll(lnollsm,',
answered Uent, anu then ho pulled out a
paper pad and rote a ton l atln words on It,
which he gave to tbo bergeaut with tbo curt
command:

Oet that filled Oive the man tho medi-
cine and put him luacelL lie will oe all
right In tbe morning."

There was nothing loit for Sergt- - Colgan to
do but lock Fogarty up and charge blm with
intoxication. I

lie did so, bur watched the cell, and when
It seemed almost ccrtuln the man could not
live through the nlgbt another ambulance
call was sent, tbls one to tbe Homeopathic
Hospital.
