The tranco was removed
and ho sprang from bis bod with a wild
sbrlek, which sent terror Into the heart or his
wire and little ones and ball of the tenants
lu the house.

For a long whllo he could not be calmed
down, ho had received such a frlgbt. He was
assured by irlends that what he had seen
w as no more than the Janitor of the sv nagogue
closing tbo snutters or one or tho window,
which he had by eiror neglecioJ to shut alter
tho service of the night and which he bad
arisen In the night clothed In his night shirt,
to close.

To Levy this cxperlenco has proted well
nigh fatal to his reason, biuce the terrlblo
night ho bus been amicted with Insomnia.
The only sleep which hn rould seem to obtain
w as rilled with visions of the dreadtul speetro
that ho saw ou that evcntrul night.

Morning, noon aud at bedtime ho was con.
tlaually haunted by tho spectro which occu-
pied his trouDled brain. At the workshop he
was disturbed and could not attena to hts
duty. There seemed to bo no rest for hlui;
no release nom tho torment.

Last night bo was xeDcd with a terrible
spasm ot tfnr and ran shrieking around his
rooms, frightening bis wile and tilling the
children with uu unspeakable terror.
