diffuse and dull music."

That means ou can bo trained to like dull
music, or, lu other words, your senses can bo
mought to meet It. lloweser, If you ennnot

'be ho trained, do not despair. It Is not your
fault if sou arc musical; It is not your fault
It you are not musical. It Just doponds upon
how you ssero born and upon jour parcuts.

Pardon this apparent turning aside. I
want to say that tho folks svho revelled In

Kobla Hood " for the sake of Its fascinating
airs will nut bo as enthuslns'lo about tho
melodies tn "The Fencing Master."

There are iwo kinds of gliding, ono cj

which ts dono with genuine gold leaf and tbo
other with gold powders. Loaf
gliding Is dono either with tho test gold leal
or with somo ot tbo Imitations of It, which
are mado chlely lu Germany, An article to
be glided must ho cleaned. If It has never
been glided before li should be sized with
shellac, dissolved tn mttbylatcd spirits, or
with whlio paint, with Jipanese gold size
added. Wbta it has teon glided the old size,

which remains on the surface, should be
scrubbed ond dried before new gold Is put on.
Whllo dry tbe surfaco of tho sizing should be
Verfectly smooth. If It Is not, It should bs
rubbed down with what Is known as glass
Paper, ol the flnost quality. '

'after this a thin coat ot oil gold size la
aptlled to tbo work, nnd In about twelve
hours, svhen this Is almost dry, tbe gliding
begins. This Is no easy matter. And It la
necessary to havo a gilder's tip, cushion and
knife. When the gliding Is all done, the sur--
face must bo wiped off by cotton wadding to
rcmovo all looso particles, and the work Is
finally finished by a coat ot Isinglass Tarnish,
which comes for this purpose.
