MAY BE IN BOLIVIA'S HOLD.

If It Is, Grain la Piling on Top

of MoDrury'B Body.

The 6jamrr Balls With-

out it Seurch Being Slade.

The big Anchor line steamer Bolivia, In
which Widow JlcDrury believes her son's
body Is burled away down In the bold be-

neath the grain, will not go to sea until to-
morrow.

Meantime the cargo Is being Increased, and
It the body of 1 a rick McOrury Is really in
the hold every hour Is adding to the weight
ot train ov( r It.

Las Saturday, when the police of the
Amity street btatkn were first notified ot
Mourury's disappearance and the suspicion
that he was in tha hold ot the Bolivia, It
would bavo taken but a few hours and a lew
dollars to have found It or convinced the
Widow McOrury that her fears were without
cause.

The police simply reported the man missing,
hon ever, and waited until Deputy coroner
Bugan commenced an Investigation teioro
doing anything themselves. When they did
bwjko to the iact that police are paid tor
making lust such investigations ai Mrs.
McOrury had asked tuera to make. It was too
latn to have the Bolivia a cargo removed lor a
less expense than $1,000.

The police thought tha too much money
to spend in tho search for a body, and to
make a show 0 activity dragged the river at
thn foot Of Harrison street.

They are unable to explain why tbey did
so, or what reason any one ever had lor be-
lieving McOrury bad drowned, but notwith-
standing, when tho sergeant at the Amity
street station was asked tbla morning what
had been done to find the body ot MoDrury bo
answered assurlngly that the river had been
draorored.

An 0 nicer of the ship Bolivia said this
morning that the vessel would probably start
lor Ulaaow and that If McUrury'a
body was tn the hold It would be lound on the
other side.

Widow McOrury still belleves.tbe body of
her son Is In the nold ot tho Bolivia.

TMi is
proved by the fact that during the last two
years any number of payments to deserving
and honest puollo servants have been with-
hold In order to cover up and eurtall a deficit
In tha Treasury. Thero is absolutely no
reason olber than political why the secretary
must pay theso accounts at once.

" Tho congressisnal committee ot which I
am Chairman Is to meet at an early date.
