Propeity Owners Don't Want a
Oortlandt Street "L"

A number of propcity owners along Cort-
land street appeared beforo the Itapld 'transit
Commissioners at their meeting at '2
W.lllam street, tula afternoon, to protest
against granting pprmtsslen to tho elevated
railroad to construct a span from the Ninth,
avonue J, " to tho Cortlandt street ferry.

Those who were present to protest wera
Jefferson V. levy, Ira C. Wilier, 61 Cor-
tlandt : a W.Jardlne, 03 cortlandLand Frank
Mcintosh, for D. M. Martin, 01 Cortlandtstreet.

The full Board of Commissioners were
present, with William Htelnwa in the chair.

Mr. Levy said he owned property along
cortlandt. Church and West streets.

lie said tost Id no way would the property-owne- rs

of cortlandt street be benefited by
tho branch from the. Ninth Avonuo L."

On the contrary, tpe propertyowners
would bo Injured to a great oitcnu Theirproperty would bo depreciated over loo per
cent.
