Tewksbory Almshouse Officials

Select the Inmates Tiiey Most

THIS HAS BEEN DDNEFOR YEARS

Hundreds of Paupers Turned

Loose on Our Streets to Beg,

- Steal or Starve.

Perfunctory Denial by the
Bay State Charities

Commissioners.

An astounding discovery was made by Tnx

For months ana even lor years past the
Stato charity authorities o( Massachusetts

have been sendln? their paupers, Idiots and
Incurables to this city by wbolcsalo and
dumping them In batches ot a dozen or more

at a time upon the town without any means
of support or subsistence, and apparently In
tbo expectation that they will eventually

drill Into charitable Institutions here.
According to the Information which Thk

Etlmso Would has obtained, and wnlch has
been abundantly Termed, the practice Is one

that has become regularly established, and

this clearing out ot the Massachusetts poor,

houses Is a matter of weekly occurrence.
They are almost all sent to New York, It

nould appear, because in the great city they
arc moro cosily scattered, and their coming
here attracts little attention.

Although tuo members of the local Board of

Charities and Correction say they have long

susrected that New York was being used as
a dumping ground for paupers from other
Mates, tbey have never been abletooDlaln
satisfactory direct proof of these practices.

The Evzninq World now furnishes them
with the evldencc'tbat they require, and the
facts w hlch are disclosed may all ord them the
li.eana of checking, If not entirely putting an
end to the abuse, which has for so long a tltno
continued to exist without Interference or
Interruption.

A gang of eight of these Massachusetts
Hate paupers was landed In this city this
morning from tho steamer Pilgrim, ot the
l'all ltlver line. They were brought hero
ui.ucr the charge of Thomas Doane, who Is

aid to be tho authorised agent of tho State
Hoard of Lunacy and charity of Massachu-tetl- s.

blx of them camo directly from lbs Tewks-bur- y

Almshouse, of unsavory repute. This
lithe Institution which was Investigated In
ltH3 by Ucii. Ilcn Duller whllo he was Gov-

ernor ot Massachusetts, when a most revolt-
ing state of affairs was brought to light.
Among other things It was charged that skins
if tho dead paupers were tanned and used In
tuo manufacture ot pockettooks and other
articles.

That Institution, It Is said, can accommo-
date about a thousand Inmates, but at the
present tlmo tho number conftnid there is
over eleven hundred. bomethluK must be
anno to get rid ut tho surplus supply of
paupeis, and It tbo stories that aro told by
luosa who arrived In New York this morning
are truo, the greater number of tnem aro
w nt hero and literally turned looso upon the
town.

Story of One at the Orporird.
Marvin llusted bad been ou Inmate of

"i

Tewksbury Almshouse from Nov. 38 to Dec
8. llelslblrty.two years old and Is suffer-
ing from a chronic disease, which makes It
Impossible tor him to work. He was born In
Omaha, and has wdrked as a carpnnter's as-
sistant and laborer in New York and Boston,
but has boon Incapacitated for the last, eight
months.

William Moran came originally from Tren-
ton, N, J., and has been at Tewksbury since
Nov. 8. Ho has only one leg, ana is also suf-
fering from a chronic disease.

James Wlaimett is twenty-on- e years old
ana Is a lunatic, lie was an Inmate of the
Almshouso for two months. Previous to that
he bad lived with a Mrs. Flanagan at 2U1
Hhawmut avenue, Boston. Ho ls.said to havo
some money, about 25o ot which he left In
tbo caro of Mrs. Flanagan. Sho moved to an.
other part of the city while he was In the
Almshouse, and when he wan sent away her
address was not known.

The agent who brought the squad down to
Now York told Wlmmott he would send htm
his landlady's address as soon as he learned
it alter his return to Boston.

Michael Foley Is thirty-on- e yeari ola nnd
has served In the United States Army In the
(second Infantry In Nebraska and In tho
Fourth Artillery at Fort Warren, Boston
Harbor, lie was discharged a year ago on
account ot a hernia sustained while In the
service, and has now a pension claim pend-
ing in Boston. Alter his discbarge he worked
as a dorrlckman In Boston, until he was
taken sick a month ago and was sent to
TewicsburyJ He is a native ot Dover, N. II.

William Fltrgerald Is a Boston 'longshore-
man, wbo worked for some years along Bow
street, Charlestown, until he was taken with
heart disease, lost his Job and bad to go to
tho poorhousc. Ho had been Only two weeks
at Towksbury.

John McDonald Is old and feeble, and un-

able to take caro of himself. Ills age is
seventy-thre- and he had been In Tewksbury
about a month.

The other men, Lawrence and Sprtiel, are
both Idiots, and comparatively young men.
Lawrence says he comes from " Cooney Hol-

low." but was unable to tell the location ot
tho place.

Tnrned I.ooae with a Quarter Each.
Those men wero all brought down from

Boston last night under the charge of Agent
Doane, and whon tbo Pilgrim arrived at her
dock this morning they were called up to the
mam deck from the room in the steerage
wbero they had spent the night and mus-
tered on the gangplank by the agent, who
gave them 25 cents each and told them to
clear out.

They bad absolutely nothing beyond the
ragged clothes on therr backs and the quar-
ter ot a dollar which the) had, Just received)
Tbcy scattered at once UvTevery direction
and aro now wandering at large In the city,
three ot them lunatics or Idiots and the
others not In fit condition to be out ot a hos-
pital

Two of these men, Marvin Hustcd and
Michael Foley, were found by an Evinino
Would reporter, who had learned ot the ar-

rival ot the pauper squad and to whom they
told their stories.

Uusicd Is a man apparently ot considerable
intelligence, and ho has evidently employed
his powers ot observation to advantage since
he Decame an Inmate of Tewksbury Alms-
house.

'Although I was only at Tewksbejry two
weeks," he said, " I know of three gangs of
men that wero sent away to New York, about
a dozen each time, and It struck me as being
very queer that they should bo shipping
those people oft to New York, when I know
for a fact that lots ot them lived in New Eng-
land and aked to be sent home."

By whose orders were you sent to New
Yorkr"

Nblpped by a Mate Agent.
" It was by ordor of Dr. Lewis, who, I was

told, was tho btate Agent ot charities In
Massachusetts. Dr. Howard is the Superin-
tendent ot the Tewksbury Almshouse, but he
doesn't seem to have much to say about It.

" Dr. Lewis visited the Almshouse every
week and would send for a lot of the Inmates
to see him In the office, sometimes as many
as thirty would go In at once and he would
talk with them, and from among the number
ho would select a squad to be Bent to New
York. Ho seemed to be the one in authority."

" Were you sent, for and examined in this
way ?"

"Yes. He visited Tewkesbury last Tuos-da- y

and sent for about twenty men. They
all went In separately and saw him.
I " When It was my turn to go In, be asked
me a lot ot questions, and I told blm I had
lived for three years In Boston and had
worked as a laborer, lefore that I had
worked la New York and In the West.

" He then asked me It I didn't want to go to
New York, and I said no, because I didn't
know any ono there. I thought if I was doc-

tored for about a month more, 1 would bo
well enough to go to work again.

"Then ho saldi 'You'd bettor go to New
York ; the bos Itnls there ara as good as they
are here, It not better, and you will have a
better chance there to get a Job.'

I told him again I didn't care to go to
Now Yoilr, but he cut the conersatlon' short
and sent me out. I didn't bear anything
more about the matter till yesterday, when I

was not! Ilea that 1 had been detailed to go to
New York with tbu squad.

" I was told this about 1.30 r. x. yesterday.
I said to the agent tnen that I did not want
logo, but he said that I must.

" I did not know any ot the others who were
going till 1 reached the depot and got on the
train that took us to lloston. Tewksbury Is
twcnty.ono miles irora Boston. There I

found tbo live other men.
" Wo were under the charge of the agent

I don't know his namo-- ull tbo way to Boston,
where we we;e hustled on board a street car
and taken oyer to the Old Colony Itallroad
Depot and put on a train tor Fall ltlver.

" Then another man took charge of us, and
came with us all tho way to New York. He

paid our fares and kept a sharp look out on
us all the way. it was 4.1S r. u. when we
left lloston, and the Fall ltlver boat left tor
New York at (J.&o r. x.

l.ockril In the I'llirlm'a Hieeraar.
' We arrived ut Fall ltlver some time before

the 1'ilgrlm started, and wero taken down
Into tho steerage and locked up iu a small
room thcro by the agent.

We were kept locked up until the steamer
left her dock. Then tuey opened the door
and let us out lnl o tho steerage. ,

Willie we were Imprisoned there some one
opened the door and throw In a bag nlled
with bread aud pieces of col J meat, and then

locked it again. That Is all we bad to cat on
tho way.

"In the evening tho watchman In the
stcerago and some ot the other deck hands
on the Pilgrim began jerring at us and
tauntel us with being paupers.
I replied that wo were not,
and the watchman said : Oh, we know all
about you fellows. Why, I've known the
agent that has cbargo ot you for the last
fifteen years, and he's always bringing pau-
pers down to New York."

1'artlr Bent Almost Weekly.
"The deck bands also said tbey knew the

agent, and that he came aown two or three
times a month with a load of paupers for
New York. Tbey all seemed to understand
the scheme.

sqme or tha men who were with me talked
with tho deckhand), but the latter only
seemed to be trying to havo fun with us, so I
let them alone.

"There were very few others In tho steer-
age. Wlmmett, who Is crazy as a loon, was
talking alt tho time.

" I don't know what became ot him after
we wero fired off the boat this morning."

Hutted said that when the Pilgrim arrived
at her dock about 7.30 a. k. y he and
the rest ot tho pauper squad were routed out
ot their room down In the steerage and told
to go on deck.

"There we met the agent who had come
down with us. I was not able to find out bis
name. He took us over to the gang-plan- k and
read off our names.

" Each man, as ho stepped up, was gtyen
Sii cents and told to skedaddle. Most of us
took our money and got off In a hurry. Thero
was nothing else to da

Ne Iteraurnn bat nn Institution.
"I have no idea what to do, now that I am

here, and expect I will havo to try and got
Into some Institution, for 1 am not able to
work and will not be for a month yet."

Jlusted stated that while no was at Tewks-
bury, from what he saw and what be learned
by conversation with others thero, tho au-

thorities ot tbo institution sent away to New
York an average ot about nt teeen paupers a
week.

Some went to Boston, but the majority
went to Nw York. Most of them wero
chronic cases, and the people were ottrn not
tit to bo discharged.

He thought the object was to sendtbem
away so that they would not die on their
hands. He bad been told that this had been
going on for years, especially In the Winter,
when the Institution was always crowded.

The authorities, be hv been told, also
made up batches ot paupers at Ipswich and
Brldgewater. almshouses and sent them out
ot the qtate along with those from Tewks-
bury.

lie thought they must send away altogether
about one hundred and forty or one nun
dfed and fifty a month.

The Mtorr of Michael Foley.
Michael Foley told the reporter that he had

been taken sick and was obliged to go tho
almshouse jtbout fire weeks ago.

to be an able-bodi- man, and
said he was ready to go to work.

"They called me into the office last Tues-
day," he said, ' and I saw Dr. Lewis,

" lie asked me it I did not want to go to
New York. I told him I wanted to go to Dover
New Hampshire, where I had friends, and
where I knew I could get a Job. I was born
there and knew many people.

"Dr. Lewis said to me,' Well, I guess you will
have to go to New York.' I replied that I
knew no one there, and could not get a Job,
and begged him to send me to New Hamp-
shire.

" No," he said, you must go to New York,
and that sottles it.'"

A Trternn of tbo Army.
Foley said that, when he was discharged

from the Fourth U. 8. Artillery, a
year ago, he was crippled by a hernia, and
bad put in a claim tor a pension, because
be had been Injured In the service, nis claim
was In (ho hands of Freeman Emmons, a
Boston lawyer, ot 4 stats street.

He thought be would soon get bis pension,
but he had no money to get back to Boston
and no friends In this city.

HteaaaborUme'n All linnir Doane.
At the Fall ltlver pier this afternoon the

reporter saw several officers ot the Pilgrim.
They said that they all knew Thomas

Doane, and that be came down to New York
several times a month on the Pilgrim with a
batch ot Massachusetts State paupers.

First Officer Nichols said: "I don't
know what Doane docs with
those people, but I always understood
that they were paupers that were being re-

turned to their homes by the Massachusetts
authorities.

"He has been coming down with
them for the last ten years, and I
know that this transfer ot paupers
has been going on for the past thirty years,
or as long as I have been connocted with the
Fall ltlver lino.

The Commissioners ot Charities and Cor-

rection were astounded when they learned
the lacts now disclosed by The Evemku
World.

"II this Is so," said Brcsldent I'ortor I will
Immediately communicate w lib Mayor Urant,
and ask him to present the matter to the at-

tention of the Massachusetts authorities.
"This Is something that tbo City ot New

York cannot permit to continue. It Is an
outrage."

In thn pocket was the card ot John Ilrauer,
manufacturer, of All) Host Nineteenth street.

The mau, wbo appeared to bn about thirty
years ot age. was seen yesterday morning by
people residing Iu tbo neighborhood going in
tho direction iu which blx body was found.

Later on a shot was heard in tbo woods,
but as it was no unusual occurrence at this
time of the yoar, no attention was paid to it.
The body was discovered this morning by a
young man living In tbe neighborhood. It
