large tntrhes ot paupers, lunatics and Idiots
to Now York, and turning them loose upon

the streets ot New 'iork to beg. steal or
atarvc, has created a profound sensation not
only among ofllclalR ot tho Board ot Charities

,and Correction, tut among tho taxpayers or

tbli city.

MAM It HOJTFD.

Members ot the Hoard ot charities and
tonectlou, as well as Supt, Blake, de-

nied very emphatically to an Evrsiva
Would icportcr this morning tho statements
made by Thomas Doane, Transportation
Agent ot tho Massachusetts State Hoard of

l.unay and Charity, that no "rcret had been
niado of the wholcsalo transportation of
paupers from that btato to this city.

Certainly they hid never been Informed
by .Mr. Doano or any ono clso that eight
diseased paupets and lunatics were to
arrlo heio yesterday morning on tho
rilgrtm. as described In Tin- - EtEMsn
Voiau yesterday, and the flrit they heard of

this ssholesalo dumping of "lewksbury In.
mates in tho city was when they saw the
bens In print.

"Onco lu a long lime," said Supt. Blake
" we receive a lunatic or pauper from Massa-

chusetts, or send ono fiom this clt up there,
" But we nlsvaj s receive la st a notification

Iron tho fctflto Board of Massachusetts that
the deslro to send on such aporsonand they
give me time to investigate tho caR ..

"I would never receive a pauper or a
lunatic from any other Plato unless I had
rosltlio proof that such pcr3on belonged
here.

" On the other hand.lt we are going to send
a person out of tho State v,e alwajs inform
tho authorities sshoroho Is going that wo

haso such a poison and ask permission to
Bend htm on.

"We know absolutely nothing of this sys
tern of sending on pnupors by the bitch nwl
turning them looso on iths clt; If wo did
It would ha (i been stopped long ago.

"Itlsau outraco andougbt to bo stopped.
The difficulty Is In detecting the people who
send them here. It U done in an underhand
manner, and I bellevo they are coachod as f
what they shall siy when tbey fall Into tho
hands ot tho authorities hero. In my oplnln-- i

most ot them aro sent by tho authorities
themselves lu tho places whero they como
lrom.

Ilnrit In Catch the Pnnprr Hmilcler.
" In spite ot all our watchfulness, however,

we have never been ablo to detect any ono In
tlio attot bringing paupers Into the city,
rhey tako them to tho ferries In Jersey City
and send them over or pn their faro Into
town on tho rallroias.

"They como from New Jersey, Connecticut,
Massachusetts and other States.

" I am In taor of lncsttgatln? this whole
business thoroughly, and If th-r- o Is no law
nhlclinakcs It a felony to bring bitch people
Into the city nnd turn them looso hcto thcto
ought to be one pasiod.

"I think that The V. fmso World Is doing
a great work In exposing this abuse. 1 he
practice Is a fraud on the taxpayers of tho
city, and oury cltlren Is interested in having
the whole matter shown up.

"Thero B'ens to be a good opportunity
ottered now to expose these practices, at
least eo tat as Massachusetts Is concerned.

"It wo cannot keep thesu assisted piupcrs
out In nny other way, c ought to havo
detectives at ovcry ferry, steamship wharf
and railroad depot to keep watch of the
arrivals."

htrps lor mi Invrnllsntlon.
Commissioner 1'ortrr said this morning,

after he bad seen tho aftldavlu ot Man In
Husted and Michael l'oley, that he was pre-
pared to go lu for an Investigation of the
matter.

He said that If tboso two men would appear
before Supt. 'Blake and mako application, In
tho regular way, to bo returned to their
homes and furnish affidavits In the usual
form that the Board will tako cognizance of
the matter and bring It to the attcnUoc. ot
tho Mayor with tbo request that he commu-

nicate officially with tho Massachusetts
authorities.

" I want It understood," said tbo commis-
sioner, " that this Board Is doing all It can to
keep paupers out ot New York city who do
not belong here. It will push this matter
vigorously as soon as the case can be pre-

sented ta proper form.
"The affidavit which these men -- have

already mado will not answer tor our pur.
pose and they will have to appear here and
submit to a regular examination."

The State law which applies to tho oasc ot
paupers from other Elates and provides the
penalty for bringing thorn here without per
mission Is found In obapter 277 of the Laws
0I18J1.

Provision of the Htatntc
The law reads as follows :

Section 1. An; perton hr ihtll brine
or ramove or raui to to brrn-- ht or
romoTod anr poor or indigent person from
aor pUoo without tbii flla't Into unr
eoantr or town within It, tad time leere or attt iipt
to leave such person, with iutent to m&ke snch
county or town charcreble wllh the support of such
pauper, he shall forfeit and pay 9A0. to be re.
cOTered before any Just.ce of the I'eace of the
county Into which euch pauper shall be brought,
to be sued for and recorered by and In the natuR of
the superintendents of the county poor of eaid
county or by tbeorerseere of the poor, Ac,

and, mortoTer. sball be obliged to conTey snch
pauper out of the Htatee)' support him at bis own
expense.

The rest ot tho section relates to security
to be exacted from tbo person so fined to
comply n lth tbo Justice's order, la default ot
which "It shall be the duty of the Justice to
commit him to the common Jail of the county
for a term not exceeding tbrco months."

Under section P.S'i ot tho consolidation act
tho Charities commissioners of New York arn
held to exercise the game powers In all
respects as County 0er-,cer- ot tho Poor.

consequently, It Ij tho dutyot the Chari-

ties Commissioners to prosecute all offender!
under tho foregoing law t elating to the Im-

portation ot paupers.
Should tho Commissioners of Charities take

action against the ofTonders-und- er tho law
It Is compulsory upon them to do so they
may sue and recover lines extending over a
period of fifteen ears.

Computing that one pauper on an average
his been Imported each aay, tho number In
nitcon yoars would be fi,473.

A tlno of !i0 In each ot these cases would
turn Into tho coffers ot the county not less
than. Ji!73,730.

It Is claimed by simo that by the statute ot
limitations suit can be bt ought only for
offences during two years back, but
lawyers aay that where an offence Is

committed fifteen years ngo and then
repeated at Intervals within the statut"
otllmltatlons-th- at Is within pcrlois of loss
than two years apart up to the present
time, all rvptltloas ot tho offensi put
together constitute one act, so ei to make It
poslbliJ to suo for the offenso committed
ilftcen years ago, jus; lhi same as Kit had
been committed within the statutor time
of tno ) ears.
