This shows tbat the mother and friends of
Macadury were correct In their belief tbat he
had been smothered In grain when tho steam-
ship was being loaded last month In Brook-
lyn, and tbat bis body was among the train.

Macadury has been missing since Not. 18.
Ho was only twenty-tw- o years old, and
worked at tbe Union mores in Brooklyn,
where the llollvla takes In her cargo. Ho

used to drlro a truck there, but work became
scarce and ho was given tbo Job ot bag sewer

i on tbe Bolivia.
It was his duty while- the Tesscl was dls--

charging her cargo to go down tho hatch-
ways and sow up all tbe lorn bags before
tbey w ere hauled out. This was what he was
doing when missed,

GRAY TELLS TALES.

Swears in Court that He Took

Co!. Shepard Homo Drunk.

The Colonel Swears that He Can

Remember Only Ono Drink.

Splry Evidence In thn Suit on (lie

llroken Contract.

Tho trial ot the suit ot Frank S. tlray for
t:i.1,ooo, alleged unpaid salary from Cob

Elliott K. bbepard. In Supreme Court, Part
II., Is spicier than anything offered this sea-
son thus far at tbo regular playhouses.

The ot CoL Shepard by
col. ltobert (l. lngersoll was highly cntor-talnln- g,

but thn testimony given by I'lalotlTI
(iray on y was hardly
less so.

Mr. Gray Is not Inclined to mince words.
John li. l'arsonj, ot counsel tor the pious
Colonel, Is famous for bis Cbestcrfleldlan
ways. UrufT Cray therefore shocked Mr.
Parsons almost Into coma by replying when
he was asked. ' Do you ever drink to excess:"

" Well, I don't know as col. bhcnnrd is
capablo of telling wben nn body Is drunk.
He drinks himself and I've seen him drunk."

It took two minutes fcr tho gentle lawyer
to recover his equilibrium, and then bo asked
faintly, horrlflodly, yet a it he were still
willing to give thn young man In the witness
chair just one chanco to retract these blas-
phemous words:

Drunk ?"

I havo Been htm
pretty comfortably full at his house, too."
