Taken Out of the Vessel at Glas-
gow To-Day.

Proof that the Brooklyn Pollce
Were Negligont In Thelr Duty,

A oable from London to-day states that the
body of Patrick Maoadury, of Brookiyn, was
found Lhis morniog in the hold of Lue Anchor
llue steamship Bolivia at Ulasgow imbedded
in the gralu,

This shows that the mother and friends of
Macadury were correct in thelr bellef that he
had been smothered In grain when tho steam-
shilp waa being loaded last month in Brook-
Iyn, and that his body was nmung the grain,

Macadury hus been missibg since Nov. 18,
He was only twenly-two years old, and
worked at the Unlon Stores in Braoklyn,
where the Bolivia takes In her cargo. He
used to drive a truck there, but work became
ACArO® &nd ho WaS given Lhe job of bag sewer
on the sollvia

It was his duty whils the vessal was dis-
charging ber eargo Lo go down the batche-
ways and sew up all the Lorn bags before
they were haulea out. This was what he was
dviog when missed.

His work took bim down the Nrst and seo-
ond batchea The Ilmport cargo from the
third hateh had already boen taken out, and
a lighter alongaide wanjchutlog graln into it
At the rate of several tons a minute.

The efMocrs of Lhe ship were of the opinion
that Macadury had gone ashore, and in spite
of the suspicion that Lis body was In Lhe
grain the loading of tho steamer was permils
ted to go ob without interruption.

Mra Macadury went Lo the steamship dis.
racted with grief snd anxiesy, and appealed
to the onicers not S0 g0 10 sed WILh the body
of her sob on board

They inslsted on thelr opinion that the boay
was protably not on board and refusea 10
undercake the tusk, which would have oorus
pled two ur thres days, of removing the graln
