HAS SHE HIT A DERELICT?

Speculation In London on Possible
AcoldeDts to tbe Umbrla.

Ibt aaaocUTlD raraa.1
London, Dec. ','. Anxiety for the safety of

thoCunard liner Uubrla Increases dsy by
dsy. The Company baa no Information to
give beyond that contained in the newspa-
pers, but the officials profess perfect conn-deu-

In the Seaworthiness ot tbe steamship
and tbe r,eamanahlp of Capt. McKay, ber
commander. The long delay In the arrival
our, of tba ship, however, causes apprehen-
sion that cannot be allayed by conjectural
statements. A disarrangement of tbe
maohinery, a broken snaft, or ix lost pro-

peller, It Is said, would be sufficient reason

lor the delay.

Tba sail area of the Umbrla is very small,
and progress under canvas would necessarily
be slow ; it would be much slower It a drag,
glng screw bad to be hauled through tbe
water. With her long freeboard the vessel
would bo bound to make mora or less leeway,
aud with tbe northwest winds prevailing at
this time ot the year her drift would be to the
southward and out ot the lane routes of
transatlantic navigation.

That the ablp could be handled under can-

vas Is not questioned, but the fears for ber
safety are bssed on other reasons. There are
seversl derelicts attest In tbe North Atlantlo
route, and one or two of them have been re-

ported by Incoming vessels ss being danger-

ous obstructions to navigation.

To seafaring men who know tbe dangers
presented by this class of wreck almost the
first thought Is, when a steamship Is long
overdue, that she has struck a derelict float-

ing Just awash. To oollldo with such an ob-

stacle la like striking a rock, and the conse-

quences of such a mishap are likely to prove
very serious.

G1LSEV HOUSE'S SENSATION.

Three VenionB of Dr. Steele's
Alleged Domestio Broil.

- -
Tho sensational airing of the alleged do-

mestic broil ot Dr. Thcopblliib Steele aud his
young wife continues to be a topic of conver-
sation at tho Gllscj House where they nre
stopping with tlio two children ot .Mrs. Meelo
by her former husband.

TLere are three versions of the arralr. The
first Is told by guests of tho hotel, who say
lal Tucslay u'luht they beard shrieks In the
rooms occupied by Dr. and Mi 3. Steele, and
that when admission was demanded and tbe
door opened they saw tho doctor holding his
wife by tho wrists.

Bhe was quite hysterical with fear and ex-

citement, while the children were In the cor-

ridor In their night-cloth- Bobbing bitterly.
The children's lormcr nurse, Norab, who

was summoned from the St. Albans Hotel In
I East Thirty-Bre- t street, where she Is now

engaged as nurse tn another family, tells
this story :

" Mrs. Steele was the widow ot Mr. Cald-
well, who died In Philadelphia two years ago.

"Mrs. Caldwell and her two boys and I
were living at the Ur, Albans, where Mrs,
Caldwell took sick about six weeks ago. The
hotel physician was Dr. Tbcophllus Steele,
lie was called In to treat Mrs. Caldwell, and
when she recovered her health she became
Mrs. Theopbllus steolo. The couple have
alnce been living at the Qllsey House.

" Tuesday night, when 1 came Into Mrs.
bteele'a room, 1 found her lying on the bed
exhausted, with a lot of strangers around
ber. She begged me not to leave her, as she
was afraid of her husband, who had nourished
a revolver about ber bead.

"She said that tbo difficulty arose on ac-

count of her wanting to go to 1 lorlda alone
with the two children. Mho told mo that Dr.
Steele, had been taken to another room,
where be was oelug watched In order to pre-
vent his molesting Tier."

Tbe third vermon Is that of Dr. Steele, who
Is a tall, handsome man of more than ntty,
well preserved and with hair Just turning
gray. He denied that there had been a rum-
pus, but said that his wife was a very sick
and nervous woman, and that he bad been
compelled to bold her lo prevent her Jumping
out of tbe window.

Desldes those who hae lost friends and rela-
tives, or had their dear ones nmlmel and
bruised by tho terrible rain ot glass and fall-
ing timbers which folio nod the exphslon,
there aro at least twenty families homeless.
Many havo lost tbelr entire stock ot household
goods, and are dependent upon the charity of
irlends until thoy can recover from tbelr
losses.

Fire Marshal Lewis, ot Brooklyn, appeared

The shop Is in a large factory
building. In which structure more than --'uo
men and girls were at work.

Marsnal Lewis showed a piece of fuse,
which was found burning In tbe place. He
explained that when tbs fuso bad burned a
distance of lft feet It set nre to a broom, the
smoke from which attracted attention before
tbe spark bad reached a pile oi lnnamablo
material to which Hie fuse led.
