The engineer, for some unaccountable
reason, did not slop the train until lie
bad run a considerable distance In the
mean tlmo there wns a seen of Inde-
scribable confusion In the cars.

The recrultn, or, nt least, as many of
them as could do so, I'upcd from the
window and doors. Some of them
landed uninjured In the heavy snow-
banks, wlille others, who landed In the
cleared track, were killed.

Those who wero unable to get out of
the cars were burned to death, for the
trnln wns entirely consumed. Home of
the men wero terribly burned befoie
they Jumped. When the confusion hnd
somewhat subsided the officer In charge
of the recruits, who saved himself by
Jumping, rnlled the roll of his men.

It was found that forty-nin- e of them
were dead, and twenty terribly burned
and otherwise Injured.

A strict Investigation will be held to
determine the cause of the fire. It Is
supposed now Hint some of the men In
the forward car were skylarking nnd
upset the stove. It Is claimed that thc
engineer was guilty of criminal negli-
gence In not stopping the trnln ns soon
as he saw the fire. Had he done so, the
loss of life would have been very smnll.
