‘Then tho verdiot, as ngroed upon,
was sealed and the jurors were dismissed
from thelr dutles until 10 o'clock this
moruing.

Shortly wfter that hour thig forenoon
Justice Landon cae Into court and took his
BOAL on tho benon.
