This is the section whero matters grew
so bad owlng to the negligence of the gas
compnnies that the cltizens organized
uguinst It, thelr organlzation belng
called the Cltizens' Frotective Assocla-
tion,

This Association fought the arrogant
pus monopolists o bitter fight, the Board

of Health Nnnlly compelling the Stand-

ard Gas Company to practically remodel
fte works,

There was ace for a time. Tha
disngreeable odora censed to thicltan the
alr, and the worst was in & measture
abated. Hut last Fall the old trouble
broke out afresh, nnd now the resldents
af the nelghborhood say it Is again un-
beprable,

There Is much mlckness In the nelgh-
borhood, and physiclans do not hesl-
tale to say much of It Is due to Lhe
condition of the gas faclories.

Five physleiuns, Dra. Leonard, Gotts
lieh,, Lyon and Tunner, of Bast (One
Hundred and Sixteenth strest, and Dr,
Willlame, of ©One Hundred and
Elgnteenth street, have slgned an afi-
davit that the foul odors from the gis-
houses are a source of danger to health
wnd life, and complaints are made by
H., Neuss, of 444 East One Hundred snd
Sixteenth street; J. T, Rosepheimor,
Thomas Thedford, John Hnlk, of 45
East One Huondred and Sixteenth street,
ind Bdward Oppenhelm, of 414 East One
Hundred and Sixteenth strest.

Mr. Rosenhelmer wan the President
of the Cltizens’ Protective Asmociation,
and the organization will get together
ngain In defense of the health of the
people.  Mra. Rosenheimer In 11l ut the

resent time, and her physiclun suyve
