It is stated that
on u ranch of C'j.ioi to SO.uvO acres 10,,n
kangaroos were killed annually for blx
consecutive years, and yet theli Slum-
bers remained ve y formidable- - In the
locality.

In the colony of South Australia hun-
dreds of thousands of kangaioos are
killed annuullv for their and the
bonus offered by the authorities.

The number of these marsupials in
New South 'Wales lu lslSI wus estimated
to lie over t.l,tw, and y et "ubout 00,ii
kangaroos and u,0 wallableu weie de-
stroyed in Hie colony lu Hint Jem.

A bonus of 10 cents for each kanga-
roo killed Is offered In Australia, hence
the colonists are gradually exterminat-
ing these native animals. Over Wi,r)
bklns uie annually shipped to Knitliind
and a large number to Noitli Ametlca.
