tho Editor:
address these few lines to say I

I I nt no charr'y, hut I do want work of

help some nay. I hao been out nf
work. I um a mason's helper. Since
now n five weeks only for two days one
week and three dnys another week, My
groceryman Is not able to trust me any
more, and I have a family of a wife and
four children, and one only Just came.

"If your noble paper can tell me where
I can get work or who will lend mo a

little mnnev, 1 can (and will pay it
back when I get work, for I don't know
wlch way to turn. MARTIN' ."

This family lives in West Thirty-nint- h

street. The man Is a
sturdy fellow of forty years, and the
wife, but for thp weakness resulting
from her recent illness, would pass for
an Amazon. Theirs is In no sense a
"charity case." They would scorn any
help offered as charity but their coal-bi- n

Is empty and their cupboard Is bare
Just the same, and three sturdy little
children, with appalling appetites, must
be fed.

What the man asks for Is work. Pend-
ing the obtaining of employment and
payment for his labor, there are those
mouths to feed, the clamor of the hungry
children to be stilled.

This Is substantially the report of tho
investigator sent by "The Evening
World" to report on the case.

Another case, to which tho attention
of "The Evening World" hus been called,
Is that of another West Tlllrty-nlnt- h

street man. He is an old man, and was
found literally sturvlng In a miserable
back room, up two nights of rickety
stairs, in a wretched old rookery.

'thirty Umym Itaout Food.
The man, John Ryan, Is sixty years

old. He Is a stove-worke- r, a widower,
having lost his helpmute last year. He
had not been seen by the other tenants
of the rookery since New Year's Day.
Last Thursday groans were heard com-
ing from the old man's room, and on
Investigation, they found that Ryan had
been lying ill and alone for a wholo
month. For more than thirty, days he
had not tasted1 food! He was too 111

to get It, and too proud to complain or
to ask for aid. He had been idle for
several weeks after the death of his
wife; his health was shattered by his
faithful attendance upon her In her Ill-

ness.
For a time his savings sustained him,

but hln money Anally gave out, and then
he fell 111 and took to the bed on which
he was starving to death, keeping him-
self barely alive by the" use of water
drawn at a sink close beside his bid.
He had had no light and no Are In his
room since the year begun, and had
lost fifty pounds in weight, wasting
away to a state of dreadful emacia-
tion. Not a penny was left In his purse.

A very little money, a few paltry
dollars, would have tided this man
through. He la honest, industrious nmf
frugal. It will require tho most careful
nursing nnd the exercise of the best
medical skill to save his life now.

Here In m. Womau's Appeal.
Another case of pitiful suffering was

looked Into by an "Evening World" In-

vestigator on th'e receipt of the follow-
ing letter, written In the hand of a
child, and signed In an almost unde-
cipherable scrawl:
"To the Editor.

"Dear Sir: 1 saw how good you were
to that widow woman and her sick

oung son, and 1 made bold to rite to
you ubout how we have hail 'such hard
times getting along this awfull hard
Winner, which I never uw the like of
before.

"The dearnesH of cpal, and having to
burn a (Ire all the lime has been very
hard on us, but we have not had any
since the wnim weather set In, for w
have no money for coal, and unless, the
good Uod helps us, oi some one pretty
soon, 1 don't now what will come to
us, for rny man has been out of work
nnd half sick, and the little girl's shoeH
are bad and she has to stay nome from
school, and the boy can't earn but a 11
per wpek, ho Is so llttell, but my man

Lwill be abel to work soon, Is the hope

"Mrs. JANE .
"N. n. We have 3 children, counting

the baby."
This family was found living In three

rooms In the basement of one of those
big llve-slor- y tenement barracks In Pitt
street, huddling over a lire made of
bits of wood gathered In the street by

' the children of one of their neighbors
a splendid example In the rule of Help

' One Another.
The lire gave forth little warmth, for

the wood was soaked, and there was a
coating of mud nnd Ice on every piece.
'Hut It beat no tire at all, and that was
the latitude of choice offered to these
good people. c

The hiisbnnd had gone out for another
day's vnln quest of employment.

I Tain I'tirst of !iiiilovtiirni
"He's not able to work," said the wo-

man, herself a white-face- unheallhy- -
looking creature, still so young that the
red roses of youth ought to be In her
cheeks

"Put I think half that nils my man
Is being out of work, the discourage-
ment. He Is n helper, and can do any-

thing thnt.any man could," fiald the
wife, proudly. "When a man's got
work he enn nlwp.ys get plenty of Jobs,
but when he loses his Job nobody wants
hltn. He worked two days shovelling
snow on the streets last month, and he
enrned a few cents cleaning sldewulks.
All the rest we've had since the day

' after Christmas Is the $1 a wee't that
Willie earns tending a second-han- d

book-stan- d after school."
' .The representative of "The Evening
I Wo: Id" found all these statements to

be true. The husband has been drooping
under the discouragement of his environ-
ment. With the weight of responsibility
for these little ones, and the sickly wlfo
on hl.s mind, he had grndunlly wilted
under It, as one nf the neighbors said.
This neighbor was himself too poor to
help the other, for he had a big family
himself, but It was his children who
had gathered bits of boxes, barrel staves
and other rubbish In the street to make
a flro In the stove, that had been empty
during the "warm snap!" of the past
week.

The Wlilovicrt nnd I'nlberleM,
In Bprlng street, near Oreenwlch, a

reporter found a widow, with four chil-

dren, almost In a state of starvation.
The father of the family died In Octo-

ber, leaving the 'mother and children
dtstltute but for a very small Insur- -
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nnce on his life In a mutual benefit
ThlH money paid the funeral ex-

penses and the doctor, leaving a piti-
fully smull capital for the widow to be-

gin tho struggle with the world on; but
she set to with a will. She. Is an ex-

pert baker of "cookies," and a neighbor-
ing grocer agreed to take all she could
bake.

Everything went nicely with tlie
widow and her Utile ones, all of whom
she declared helped her amazingly,
though the youngest Is a lisping, flaxen-haire- d

little sunbeam of scarce two
years. All went well with them till ten
days ago, when, by an unlucky turn of
a kettle, the cooky-maker- 's right hand
wus scalded, disabling her, the doctors
ay, for not less than three weeks.
"Oh, of course," she exclaimed, In

i response to a question of "The Evening
World's" representative, "If 1 was a
mun I could get credit, but I am only a
woman, and already I have been warned
by the grocer that I um getting too
deep In his debt. He knows that a
woman can't earn enough when Bbe Is
well to moro than pay her way, let
alone paying up aid debts. That's what
bothers me. You see, I can't promise
for sure that 1 will be able to pay up In
o yeari"

' tins Nine .Sleuths to fill.
James Ryan, who Uvea with his wife

. and seven children, the oldest only
' twelve years old, on the top floor of a
Cherry street tenement-hous- has been
compelled during the cold snap to put'
In his time as helper to his buxom
wife doing washings that are brought
In by their two elder children, a girl of
nearly twelve, and a boy ten years of
age.

"I never thought Jim Ryan would ever
come to this!" the man exclaimed, sheep-
ishly, this morning. "Hut I'll tell you
this, that when everything freezes up
as tight as It did this Winter, nothing

'doing along the docks, the likes o' me
has u. right to be thankful he can get
anything for his babies to eat,

"Of course, I've got now and then a
half a day or an hour at the coal
yard, or the sidewalks, or something,1
but did you ever try to till the stom- -

nchs of xnven good hearty boys and
girls?

"Well, don't try It, unless ou want
to be driven tu drink. 1 nln't hulf ns
bad off, though, as the widow O'Nell in
the rear flat, with her daft son, who
won't sell pupers to get them something
to eat and pay A 2 rent, because he
rays It's too cold, and they these
two days off potato skins I saw the,
lame widow get out of an ash barrel In
Market street.

"We have had mighty IlJtle, some
days, and the old woman nnd myself
have gone hungry to bed; but we've kept
it fiom the children ns much as we

could, and we'd be all right If the
weather would only come good and stay
good."

Not one of the coses referred to above
comes under the head of pauperism.'
Every family mentioned Is
Ing under fair conditions, but Ib now
laboring under temporary disablement
from some outside cuuse. It Is such
cases as these that the Temporary Re-

lief Fund of "The Evening World" Is
Intended to help.

Thus, It will be readily understood, nu
great hum Ih needed. A "widow's mite"
from each reader would make an ample
aggregate for the purpose.

A Cn.se Just In Point.
An estimable woman sends to this of-

fice late to day an nppeal for aid In
another case, which, If It Is as she de-

scribes It, calls for Immediate relief of
the kind for which the Temporary Re-

lief. Fund Is Intended. Her letter says:
"Mih. Elizabeth . of Watts street,

Is the person of whom ! write. She Is
In a delicate condition, with her lllnesn
Imminent. She and her husband are
mqst worthy people. They have three
little boys and one little daughter. The
husband Is nearly blind, bat hats man-
aged, with the help of his wife, to make
both ends meet, by keeping a newspa-
per, candy and fruit stnnd on one .of
the North River piers. Hut the business
hus brought In almost nothing this Win-
ter, nnd for tho past two weeks the
woman has been Incapacitated for any
work. Will 'The Evening World' kindly
Investigate for Itself?"
