IT ISN'T A BLIZZARD.

But It's tho Biggest Storm Sinco

March, 1888.

Seventeen Inches of Snow Fell Be-fo- re

8 O'clock.

Malls Late and Traftlo Everywhere
Delayed.

It Isn't a bllzard, but. It Farmer Dunn's
statistics are all right, It Is tho biggest snow-
storm New York has seen since tho famous
March lsltorot lKb.

Up to H o'clock this morning the snowfall
In this part of tho country had reached 17
Inches on a level, with good prospects of
another Inch or two or perhaps more being
added before night It the storm continues at
Its present rate.

Not a row Uotbnmltcs are rejoicing, for It
Insures another season of good sleighing,
which Is a r.iru sport In this vicinity, but It
may be salely said that to the great majority
ofthepooplo In this big city It brings only
discomfort and Inconvenience, If not actual
suffering and dlsticss to many thousands ot
the pour.

Among the most disgusted people In town
may be counted StreutClcanlng-Coni-mlsslon-

Tom Ilrcnnau. Ho had only Just
begun tu recover his equilibrium after his
terrible experiences In January, when be
now suddenly finds himself norsu eft than
ever, and lor tho time being his department
is completely paralyzed.

Mr. Hrennaii shot k bis lists and tore his

hair when he got up this morning nnd took
his first peep Irom his bedroom window, and
when he reached hts ofllce he gave a public
rehearsal of the performance, which will bo

January tho snow came at Intervals,
which gnvo him a Utile breathing spell be-

tween times, and during tho wholo month
only twenty-on- o Inches fell. Now he Is
getting Just about as much and nil nt once,
which makes lterr o much worse for him
and everybody else.

The storm began about ." o'clock yesterday
afternoon, and tho snow cams down at first
In line, light flakes. After dark, however, tho
wind Increased and the flakes came thicker
and heavier, piling up big drills In the
cross streets, and for a tlmo almost entirely
blockading the street-ca- r Hues.

Extra teams of horses had to he sent out
from tho stables of the different companies
to hunt up stalled cars and bring them tn,
and tho theatre crowds and Into wanderers
could not leglu tu find travelling accommo-tlon- s.

Trudglna Homo Through the Drift..
Most of them bad tu trudge homo through

the deepoulng drills, sometimes ktiec-dec- p in
the snow, nnd in the face or a furious galo
from tho northeast tilled with blinding snon- -

'

flakes.
Tho surface roads kept their snow plows

andiweepers running all ulght, however,
and this morning tho cars wero running n
all the lines with more or less regularity,
usually leas. Even ths elevated roads were

' somewhat dclarcl during the early hours or
tho day.

lhoadway downtown was plied up with
enormous heaps of mow at both curbs, often
lour or five feet high, aud It was Impossible
to get from one blJo ot the street to tho other
except at the crossings.

Trnfllr Everywhere llelayed.
Tratllc c ery whore was delayed by block,

ailcs, and truckmen and drivers wero gener-
ally In the very worst humor possible. 'Ihe
weio aulo to keep warm, however, for they
had plenty of exercise swearing at each other,

No attempt was made to get the snow off
the stdo streets, which were simply tilled up
to the depth of a foot or two, and teams with

loaded and trucksheavily wagons were
bald! ablo to struggle through them.

According to Forecaster Dunn this Is tho
storm which has been working Us way up
from the Gulf ot Mexico for the last thrre
days.

Its progress was tery slow until It rea:hcd
the Tennessee Valley yesterday, when It look
a sudden spurt and arrived here la the after-
noon.

Tho ftorm centre Is now over the south
coast ot New England and Is pasting oh to
sea.

There Is no warm wave In sight, but out In
the Northwest there has bceu a drop of from
10 to 18 degrees In temperature, and this
arctic wae hai begun to travel In this di-

rection.
The coldest places y are Winnipeg,

14 degrees below zero, and bt. Vincent, Ilnn,,
H degrees below.
