A. Londoner Collects and Bells the
Product of Bcrnlnc Mountains.

In all the 'nrge centres of tbo world
tlioro are u few dealers who make n lmsi.
Hess nt collecting miueralo?naUpeciuicuH
mid other umtenul lllustritiug uutniol
history, says the Chicago llerr.kl.

A lunn in Loii'lou has recently been
lunkinR Koiuetbinv! of a specialty of the
collection oi vol auio dusts. Ho sent a
trustworthy ngent awhile ago to the
great Amies ot the equator, and now he is
advertising dust Iron, a number of lanious
volcanoes. He sel.s tho inuterial in bot.
tics, at about Hi tents a bottle, iacu
sauiplu cumulus one gr.uu or more.

Among tlieso tolloitious is volcnuio
dust from Cotopaxi, which fell nt Quito
on June 'Jo. 1H77. niter a jouruev through
the nirot Ihutv-foii- r imlis. Then he has
dust from Lotopuxi which wits ejected to
a height of W.OliO Jeet above the level of
tho ueu in nud fell on OhimLcrnzo
niter n journey of sixty-fou- r nmos.

'iho nnest particles of thi-- l dust weigh
less than one twenty. the thousandth part
of n raiu. Ilion there is dust lrom tho
tcruunul slope of Cotopaxi. such as is
dally ejected by tho volcano at tho height
of 19.MHI feet nbovo the sea 'Ihero aie
many specimens of lnpv'lt lrom Ambato,
uioilly pumice.

'Ihe lou of Ambalo is built upon a de-

posit of this materiul. Fine volcanic dust
bus I eon secured from Mnchuchi, wheto
it exists ns a coutnitious stiatum ten
inches thick, the pioduct of some un-
recorded eruption ot great intensity. It
cousistslargclj of feldi arandhoinblend,
and Mr. Whimper says that it is "almost
as solt to the touch as "otton wool."

Iino pmnico dut from the snmo
volcano tonus beds ninny feet in (hick,
ness. Iliosu volcanic dusts fym many
interesting and instructive utijectn of
the microscope. The same dealer has fine
and coarse dusts from Mount and
the typical !aas from Cotopaxi and
Chimborazo.

He also sells pieces of pumice from
Krakalon which were washed ashore,
thousands of mi'cs uwiiy, ou tbo coast of
MadBgnscar, mid volcanic dust from tit.
Lucia which fell on a ship off liarbadoes.
